Father Sam’s Corner
31st Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Matthew 23:1-12

The blessings in listening to God

Listening is one of the sources of our both good and bad knowledge. Today’s readings invite us to reflect
on the power of listening. In the first reading God pointed out the wrath that will befall on the old covenant
priests if they fail to listen to Him when He stated: “And now, O priests, this commandment is for you: If
you do not listen, and if you do not lay it to heart, to give glory to my name, says the Lord of hosts, I will
send a curse upon you and of your blessing I will make a curse” (Malachi 1:14b-2:2b,8-10). Here God
wants His priests to hear his voice, pay attention to Him and conduct themselves according to His
commands. They are not just to hear his voice, rather they have to listen to God's voice in everything they
do, everywhere they go; He's the one who will direct and keep them on track. Through the mouth of the
prophet Malachi God warned them that they will receive His blessing as long as they listen and follow His
ways. And He will send a curse upon them if they do otherwise.

In the second reading Saint Paul reminded Christians in Thessalonica that they should not only listen to God
but they are to listen to him and the other Apostles as long as what they proclaim to them is the Gospel of
God because “in receiving the word of God from hearing us, you received not a human word but, as it truly
is the word of God” (1 Thessalonians 2:7b-9,13).

In the Gospel, Christ concurred with Paul that we should listen to our parents and leaders as long as what
they are teaching us is not against the Gospel of Christ and commandments of God, when he said to his
disciples and crowds: “The scribes and Pharisees have taken their seat on the chair of Moses. Therefore, do
and observe all things whatsoever they tell you, but do not follow their example. For they preach but they
do not practice” what they preach (Mathew 23:1-12). With these words, the Lord is reminding all of us,
whether we are preachers or listeners of the word of God, that it is by preaching, listening and doing what
God tells us to do that we can receive blessing, not by just preaching or listening and not doing it.

Las bendiciones de escuchar a Dios

Escuchar es una de las fuentes de nuestro buen y mal conocimiento. Las lecturas de hoy nos invitan a
reflexionar sobre el poder de escuchar. En la primera lectura Dios sefialo la ira que caera sobre los
sacerdotes del antiguo pacto si no lo escuchan cuando dijo: “Y ahora, oh sacerdotes, este mandamiento es
para vosotros: si no escuchais, y si no lo toméis en serio, para dar gloria a mi nombre, dice Jehova de los
ejércitos, enviaré sobre vosotros maldicion y de vuestra bendicion haré maldicién” (Malaquias 1:14b-
2:2b,8-10). Aqui Dios quiere que sus sacerdotes escuchen su voz, le presten atencion y se comporten
segun sus mandamientos. No s6lo deben escuchar su voz, sino que tienen que escuchar la voz de Dios en
todo lo que hacen, dondequiera que vayan: El es quien los dirigira y mantendra el rumbo. Por boca del
profeta Malaquias Dios les advirtid que recibiran Su bendicion siempre que escuchen y sigan Sus
caminos. Y enviard una maldicion sobre ellos si hacen lo contrario.

En la segunda lectura San Pablo record¢ a los cristianos de Tesalonica que no s6lo deben escuchar a Dios
sino que deben escucharlo a €l y a los demas Apostoles siempre que lo que les proclamen sea el Evangelio
de Dios porque “al recibir la palabra de Dios Al oirnos, no recibisteis palabra humana, sino palabra de
Dios, como verdaderamente es” (1 Tesalonicenses 2:7b-9,13).

En el Evangelio, Cristo coincidié con Pablo en que debemos escuchar a nuestros padres y lideres siempre
y cuando lo que nos estén ensefiando no vaya en contra del Evangelio de Cristo y los mandamientos de
Dios, cuando dijo a sus discipulos y a las multitudes: “Los escribas y Los fariseos se han sentado en la
silla de Moisés. Por tanto, haced y observad todo lo que os digan, pero no sigais su ejemplo. Porque
predican pero no practican” lo que predican (Mateo 23:1-12). Con estas palabras, el Sefior nos recuerda a
todos, ya seamos predicadores u oyentes de la palabra de Dios, que es predicando, escuchando y haciendo
lo que Dios nos dice que hagamos que podemos recibir bendicion, no solo predicando o escuchar y no
hacerlo.
