No part of the structure (s), including, but not limited to, the foundation, steps, pipes, and
underground electrical connections shall protrude above ground level or be expected to
because of ground settlement.

The Code Enforcement Officer shall approve all fill material prior to use

All debris shall be removed from the site within the period of the permit authorization
The land shall be restored to its natural grade and seeded with grass.

A tear down permit shall expire in thirty (30) days from the date of issue and final
inspection shall be conducted by the Code Enforcement Officer.

Any damage to village streets, alleys, or state highways must be repaired and all mud,
dirt, gravel, and foreign materials removed.

Residential structures are not required to be inspected for asbestos but it is recommended
you do so. Commercial structures are required to be inspected for asbestos. If a
governmental entity is demolishing a residential or commercial structure, the structure
must be inspected for asbestos. You must turn in a copy of the Ohio Environmental
Protection Agency (OEPA) Notification of Demolition and Renovation form with the tear
down application. You must have the structure inspected for asbestos by an Ohio
Department of Health certified Asbestos Hazard Evaluation Specialist. You must provide
a copy of the contractor’s findings to the Village of Russells Point. Regardless if the
structure has asbestos or not you must notify the EPA ten days before you tear down the
structure.

The Code Enforcement Officer will notify the owner or applicant in writing either directly or by
mail as to the status of the application.

All appeals of the Code Enforcement Officers decision shall be filed with the Code Enforcement
Officer within thirty (30) days of such decision. A two hundred ($200) dollar fee will apply.
