Aim: How were Middle Colonies formed in the New World?
I. Life in the Middle Colonies
1. Later divided into New Jersey, Pennsylvania, New York and Delaware
2. Most ethnically and religiously diverse of the colonies 

3. Cosmopolitan: was a place that composed of people/elements from all parts of the world
II. New York

1. Known as New Amsterdam

2. In 1626, Peter Minuit bought Manhattan Island for $24 worth of goods

3. In 1664 New Amsterdam became New York

III. New Jersey
1. 1664: Duke of York receives New Jersey

2. Given to Lord Berkeley and Sir George Carteret

3. Settled by Puritans, Dutch and Scots

4. Produced wheat, corn and raised cattle. 
5. called the “breadbasket colony”

IV. Pennsylvania

1. 1681 William Penn created a sanctuary for Quakers

2. Known as The Religious Society of Friends 

3. Developed individual religious beliefs 

4. They opposed war and violence

5. Pennsylvania treated Natives as equals and offered religious liberty 

6. Frame of Government granted rights and privileges to the citizens

7. In 1763 Mason-Dixon Line divided Pennsylvania, Delaware, West Virginia and Maryland

The various branches have widely divergent beliefs and practices, but the central concept is the "Inner Light". Individual Quakers may develop individual religious beliefs arising from their personal conscience and revelation coming from "God within"; further, Quakers feel obliged to live by such individual religious beliefs and inner revelations.

V. Delaware
1. Founded by Peter Minuit in 1631 
2. Delaware was both a religiously and culturally diverse society
