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John 14:1-6 - Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in 

me. In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told 

you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will 

come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 

And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know. Thomas saith unto him, Lord, 

we know not whither thou goest; and how can we know the way? Jesus saith unto 

him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by 

me.  

 

The hope of the Christian is eternal life in glory with Jesus Christ.  This hope is 

based on what Jesus promised his disciples as well as other promises given 

throughout the New Testament.  In this passage from John 14, Jesus says, “if it 

were not so, I would have told you.”  Jesus knew what heaven was like because 

that’s where he came from and that’s where he was going.   He wouldn’t make 

things up just to pacify his disciples or give them a false comfort.   

 

Many lost people today try to capitalize on the hope of eternal life, but without 

Jesus Christ, their hopes are vain.  When one of their loved ones die, they say, 

“He/she is in a better place.”  That’s not true if they were not saved.  In order to 

see the kingdom of God, ye must be born again.  And, except ye repent, ye shall 

all likewise perish.  You can’t take the promises of God without the Son of God. 

 

2 Corinthians 1:19-20 - For the Son of God, Jesus Christ, who was preached 

among you by us, even by me and Silvanus and Timotheus, was not yea and nay, 

but in him was yea. For all the promises of God in him are yea, and in him Amen, 

unto the glory of God by us. 

 

The promises of God are in Jesus Christ.  If you are not in Jesus Christ, then you 

can’t claim the promises.  There are no mansions prepared for you.  Jesus Christ 

won’t come back to get you and receive you unto himself.  Your eternal home will 

be a lake of fire.  However, it doesn’t have to be that way.  Jesus wants to give you 

a mansion.  If you receive him as your savior, then you can claim his promises.  If 

you do not, you will one day hear these terrifying words:  “Depart from me, ye 
cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:” (Matthew
