Not too big or expensive, original bid of $3000, could be done for a lot less, and try to keep 
them as small projects.  No need for outsiders to raise any flags or activities there.  Need to 
contact Roger for access to the repeater site.  All work to be done, must be submitted to the 
Board.  Roger, Burgie, or Dj, must accompany anyone doing work at the repeater.  Plan for 
when and how long before any work is to be done.

Board Memo – Changes to our standing rules to be voted on at our July 11th Zoom meeting.
