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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

The dog days of summer are upon us, which means that many of 
our ministries and ministry leaders are taking a much-needed 
break. Personally, I will be taking my annual vacation during the 
month of July, which will allow my family and me to travel and 
spend time together. In spiritual terms, we can think of this 

annual “slow down” as a time sabbath, a time when we intentionally set apart time 
and space to be attentive to God and one another. Whether or not the summer is a 
sabbath time for you, it is important that we not neglect this important spiritual 
practice.  
 

The most obvious purpose of the sabbath is rest. We need time to decompress and 
allow our minds and bodies the opportunity to recover from the demands of our 
labors. Of course, the sabbath is not an excuse to be lazy! After all, we were created to 
work for six days! But the sabbath was created by God as a way of sanctifying time and 
as a reminder that our lives to do not consist solely of work. Our lives must include 
times of solitude and rest.   
 

At a deeper level, the sabbath is a time for spiritual renewal and refreshment. Our 
spiritual strength is derived from our time spent in God’s presence, being still and 
quieting our hearts and minds. It is during these times of quiet introspection and 
stillness that our spiritual strength is renewed, and we are equipped for the ongoing 
work of ministry. As the prophet Isaiah reminds us, “in returning and rest you shall be 
saved; in quietness and in trust shall be your strength” (Isaiah 30:15). One of my 
favorite collects is based on this verse from Isaiah, and so I leave you with the following 
prayer as you seek to enter more fully into the sabbath rest of God.  
 

O God of peace, who has taught us that in returning and rest we shall be saved, in 
quietness and confidence shall be our strength: By the might of your Spirit lift us, we 
pray, to your presence, where we may be still and know that you are God; through 

Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  Book of Common Prayer – Page 832

I had no idea that accepting the 
position as Head of School would be a life altering experience for me; yet, it has 
become just that! I am now a part of your spiritual community, changing a job 
into a way of life to embrace and cherish for the rest of my life! Our community 
aligns well with my upbringing and value system. 
 Originally from Rhode Island, I am a true New Englander who holds 
closely family. My son Cory-Joel has recently relocated back to Palm Beach 
County after living 20 years in Baltimore. He is an experienced artist, who is now 
beginning his own business in furniture and home design. My daughter Cailey-
Janelle is a Speech Pathologist and lives in Gainesville with her husband Hal and 

daughters, Harlow and Juniper. Needless to say these two girls are the part of my life that I hold most dearly! 
 A second characteristic of many New Englanders is a strong work ethic, tied to employer loyalty. I started my 
career with the Palm Beach School District with a degree in Chemistry, Biology and Math and no teaching experience or 
coursework! I started as a High School teacher and then moved into the Middle School arena first as a teacher and then 
as an Assistant Principal. I developed a keen interest in Gifted Education and was approached by The Weiss School and 
asked to serve as the Head of School. This position resulted in a 14-year history with the school, taking it from a school 
of 59 students in a building shared with its umbrella company, Weiss Research, to a school of 300 students in a 7 phase 
fully renovated facility with two tennis courts, a soccer field and basketball courts.

 Now, I am ready to return back to the Independent School setting in an environment that better aligns with my 
educational philosophy. I see the value of testing as a measurement of growth but not as an educational strategy that 
replaces days of instruction, exploration and student interaction. Testing has become the way of life in the public school 
setting, while my philosophy is built on a strong foundation through a rigorous curriculum that incorporates real world 
problem solving, critical analysis of issues, hands-on activities, and project based learning in a creative, nurturing 
educational setting. 
 I look forward to growing with you and becoming an integral member of the Good Shepherd Community. In 
closing, I ask for your expertise in guiding me in areas that you can provide support or suggestions. With your input and 
prayers, I am sure that we can build together a school which becomes an integral part of our spiritual community in a 
symbiotic relationship with the church, whereby each flourishes to its fullest potential due to the support and 
interaction within the Good Shepherd Community.

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 VESTRY HIGHLIGHTS  
A meeting of the Vestry of the Episcopal Church of the Good Shepherd was held pursuant to the Bylaws and by the order of 
the Vestry in the Library of the Ryon building on Tuesday, June 19, 2018, at 7:00 p.m.  
 

Members Present: The Reverend Doug Scharf, Jim Couillard, Larry Smith, Rick Miller, Irina Cole, Bill Unger, Kevin 
Johnson, Denise Preston, Katharine Murray, Patti Hamilton, Nancy Scarpa, Maggie Riddle, Catherine Oenbrink, Mike 
Greene, Treasurer, and Merike Seely, Parish Administrator.  Members Absent: None 
 

The meeting opened with prayer.  
 

Discussion regarding faith formation took place, based on research provided. 
 

Motion was made and passed to amend the agenda for current meeting to include “Security” as subject. Motion was made 
and passed to accept the minutes for May meeting as presented.  
 

Financial Reports: Mike Greene presented the May 2018 financial reports. May posted a negative net operating income 
of ($6,693.22) mostly due to pledges received being under budget. Pennies Income recorded over $11,000 in May in part 
through Rummage Sale proceeds. Some expenses over budget in May were recorded in Maintenance – Rectory for 
replacement of A/C, but overall total expenses were slightly under budget, by $2,397.88. The year-to-date actual net 
operating income is $35,356.66, which represents $39,747.21 over budget.  The financial reports were approved as 
presented.  
 

Mike also reported on the Good Shepherd Episcopal School financial reports. YTD gross profit through April was $220,285 
over budget, with net income being $90,326.56 over budget. The Golf Tournament offered over $58,000 in fund raising.  
School financial reports were approved as presented.  
 

A motion on moving up to $5,000 from Memorials to Altar Guild for refurbishing the Altar was made and passed. 
 

Mike also reported on the independent accountant review of the financials for 2017.   All recommendations were accepted 
with the exception of the last, reaching a compromise to keep the gains/losses on the balance sheet statement, but create 
a separate line item. 
   

Sr. Warden report: Jim Couillard requested that the Vestry members choose one strategy for the Church and one for 
Church and School together from the initiatives identified during the Strategic Planning project. He reminded the Vestry of 
the Summer Café coming up, bringing and requested ideas for the members to consider.  Jim also mentioned that the 
2018/19 Stewardship committee will be comprised mostly of the same members with a couple of new members pending. 
 

RectorΩs report: Fr. Doug announced that he will be on vacation for the first four Sundays in July. The subject of Security 
was discussed with the conclusion that this will be assessed in August upon Fr. Doug’s return.  Regarding the school recess 
time, he advised that starting with the new school year the time will be changed so that it will not interfere with the pick-
up and drop-off time. 
The search for the Assistant Rector was re-launched as Assistant Rector and received applications, of which two were 
considered for further review and interview. Fr. Doug advised that it might be wiser to wait until more applicants will be 
available and Vestry agreed.  
 

Jr. Warden report: Larry Smith reported that roof repairs are still ongoing. The village of Tequesta has been contacted to 
fix the pot holes at the entrance to the property on the South side. Termites were identified in the Sanctuary and are 
pending quotes for removal. The fence behind the school needs replacing due to overgrown vegetation from the resident 
on the other side.  Finding the property survey to determine who will be paying for the fence is pending.  Fixing the bricks 
in the courtyard is still pending.  Multiple companies have been contacted to get quotes, but no answers have been 
received so far. 
 

Vestry Liaison Report: Maggie Riddle reported for Pastoral Care ministry. The discussion identified the need for the 
members of the ministries to be easily identified with badges or pins so more people may identify them.
