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BYLAWS OF THE
Apostolic Faith Bible College, Inc.

ARTICLE VII
Doctrine

It is recognized that the true church of Jesus Christ con-
sists of all believers who believe in the saving grace of our
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and who have accepted Him
as their personal Savior. It is recognized and agreed that
no organization or man has been granted authority by the
Lord to exclude from or accept anyone into the Kingdom
of Heaven, as this is done by Jesus Christ only. It is
further recognized and agreed that we as Christians are to
love all members of the Body of Christ (Christians), and
this love and fellowship derives from the unity instilled by
the Holy Spirit. Although differences in doctrinal beliefs
and interpretations should not influence our love for one
another, adherence to similar doctrinal beliefs and modes
of worship have bonded together those of the Apostolic
Faith Movement as founded by Charles F. Parham in the
early 1900's. The scripture teaches us to adhere to the
truth and proper doctrine. The common doctrinal beliefs
are essentially as follows.
• Triune God; Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
• Creation and Formation
• Man is basically sinful and in need of salvation.
• Salvation by Grace upon repentance toward God and

acceptance of Jesus Christ as one's personal Savior,
which is the conception of Spiritual life.

• Sanctification of the Spirit, Soul and Body, A second
defin ite work of Grace by the Lord Jesus Christ.

• Baptism of the Holy Spirit; evidenced by the speaking
in other languages.

• Water Baptism (of all believers) by immersion in
water in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Spirit.

• Sacrament of the Lord's Supper.
• Washing of Feet.
• Divine Healing through Jesus Christ for all believers.
• Do not condone divorce and remarriage.
• Destruction of the Wicked.
• Conditional Immorality.
• Rapture of the Man Child Class.
• Return of Jesus Christ to earth again; bodily and

visibly.
• A ministry supported by tithes and offerings.
These doctrines shall be adhered to in the teachings of
the Apostolic Faith Bible College, which in addition
to other doctrinal teaching approved by the Board
from time to time if they are not in consistent with the
above listed basic doctrines.

Ifwe don't look carefully at this scripture, we will interpret it as man sense. God's truth is not at all common. It is supernatural
saying that faith comes when we hear the word of God. But this sense. You see, the truth of God will often fly directly in the face
verse says faith comes by hearing. Faith comes by hearing what? of what your five senses, and all of your worldly experiences tell
The scripture says hearing comes by the word of God. So what is you. It will often be diametrically opposed to these things. For
hearing? Surely not the hearing of physical sounds. example, you may look at yourself and say, "I am very sick and I

am going to die." The word of God, on the other hand, says that.
"He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our
iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with
His stripes we are healed." You see, these two things are oppo-
sites. They say two conflicting things. The question then is,
which of these two things are true. They cannot both be. Which
one of these statements are you going to agree with. You may say,
"but I have been to the doctor, and I know I am sick. Look at my
body. Look at the facts. I know what the Bible says, but look at
the facts." You have just elevated fact over the truth of God's
word. Your faith will not be effective. You need to take the ad-
vice of Paul in Romans 3 :3-4. "For what if some did not believe':>
Shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect':> God
forbid: yea, let God be true, but every man a liar; as it is written,
That thou mightest be justified in thy sayings, and mightest over-
come when thou art judged." When your sensuality, that is your
five senses, scream at you that you are sick, you need to resist that
thought and stand on the word of God. God is true, and my five
senses are liars. God is true. and the doctor is a liar. God is true.
no matter what. Truth must be exalted above fact if we expect to
see our faith bear fruit. If you choose to believe you emotions. or
what the doctor said, or what your five senses tell you, or any-
thing else, you may be choosing to beli-eve what the enemy wants
you to believe. You see, he will fight you in all of these areas, but
the word says in John 8:44, "there is no truth in him. When he
speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the fa-
ther of it.

In Matthew 13, we find Christ explaining why He uses parables to
speak to the people. He quotes Isaiah when He says, "because
they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they
understand: And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which
saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and see-
ing ye shall see, and shall not perceive." These people heard with
their physical ears, but they did not hear. They did not perceive
the truth that Christ was showing them. The thing that will bring
faith, the thing the people could not hear, is truth. John 8:31-32
says, "Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on Him, Ifye
continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; And ye
shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free." Continu-
ing in the word of God will bring about the knowledge of the
truth, and through the knowledge of the truth, we wi II have a free-
dom bringing, yoke breaking faith. When we read that faith
cometh by hearing, we can see that our faith will be fruitful when
we really perceive in our heaIt the truth of God, and perceiving
the truth of God comes by saturating ourselves in God's word.
Hebrews 4: 12, "For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and
sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the dividing
asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a
discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart."

If we are going to be filled with the truth of God to the place
where we see our faith become fruitful, we must be mindful of
one very important thing. Truth and fact are not the same thing.
What is true is not always truth, and what is truth will not always
agree with what our senses tell us. Look at Romans 8:5-7. "For
they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but
they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be car-
nally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and
peace. Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is
not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be." The word
"carnally" does not mean sinful. A sin ful person will have a car-
nal mind, but a greater number of Christians also have a carnal
mind. Carnal means of the flesh, or of human nature. To be car-
nally minded means having your mind working in the ways of hu-
man nature. Actually, a good synonym for being carnally minded
is being worldly wise, or thinking by using good common sense

When I was young, 1 can remember the old timers preaching
about movies. about television, and about other forms of worldly
entertainment. I listened to what was being said, and unfortu-
nately I rejected much of it. I did this because I was never given
a reason why these things might harm me. I was only given a list
of right, and a list of wrong, and was told to do the right, and shun
the wrong. So is there anything wrong with movies, and televi-
sion, and the like? No, these technologies are just metal, plastic,
and electricity. They make use of physical laws that God set in
motion to be used for H is glory. They are all things that can be
used to further the kingdom of God. 1 will tell you this though,
even the most innocent things that are on secular television can
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keep you from operating in faith towards what God has done for
you if that is the kind of thing that you choose to feed your mind
on. Why? Is it because God is looking down at you saying, "I
see that person watching television, so they do not get healing
from me today?" Absolutely not. The healing work has already
been done. It was done 2000 years ago when Jesus bore our dis-
eases, died on the cross, and rose from the grave. Now we must
act in faith towards what has already been done for us. We re-
ceive by faith, and faith comes by being full of the truth of God,
and not full of the truth of the world. If you spend countless
hours watching Bugs Bunny on television, and a few minutes in
the word of God, when it comes time for you to act in faith, all
that will come out of your heal1 is, "What's up doc?" The world
wilt give you anti-truth that will war in your heart and mind
against the truth of God. A lot of Christians \,vorry. They worry
about getting sick. They worry about the financial situation in the
world. They are worried that they might not have enough. Why?
They are full of the facts of the world, and arc not full of the truth
of the Word. God's word says that my needs will be supplied, and
that it is God's will to prosper me, and for me to be in health, so
let the world go nuts. I serve a living God.

Jesus once sent His disciples out and gave them power, "to heal
sicknesses, and to cast out devils:" Later, a man came and told
Jesus that the disciples had not been able to cast a demon out of
his son. Why? They had seen the boy foam at the mouth, gnash
his teeth, and manifest many visual signs of demon possession.
They focused on the sensual, and not on the truth that Jesus gave
them power to cast out demons. When they asked why they could
not cast the demon out, Jesus said, "Because of your unbelief."
He later told them that this kind cometh not out but by prayer and
fasting. Now, He was not saying that if we pray and fast, that we
influence demons or God any differently than if we don't pray and
fast. God and Satan are not impressed with the fact that you did
not eat. We cannot by our actions convince God to do anything.
That would be manipulation, and God does not work that way.

Fasting and prayer affects a change in us. It causes us to lose our
carnal mindedness and focus on the word of God. The disciples
were not focused on the words of Christ. They focused on their
own senses, and that brought about unbelief. The same will hap-
pen to us if we are fi lied with the "fact of the world and not the
absolute. unchanging truth of God's word.

You see, there is also an opposite truth to Romans 10:17. A lack
offaith is all that will result from not hearing or perceiving the
truth of God, and constantly healing what the world has to say,
rather than what the Word has to say, will cause us to have unbe-
lief. Doubt is really faith in something other than what God says.
If the knowledge of the absolute, unchanging truth of God is re-
ally revealed by the Spirit of God to our own spirit, then we can-
not doubt. Our doubt is a result of wrong knowledge. I once
heard a person say, "Well it is flu season again. I always get the
flu." She then began to name all of the different strains of the flu
that were going around. She had a lot of knowledge about sick-
ness, but it was the wrong knowledge. I did not even kno\~ about
the latest flu epidemic. and sure did not know the names of the
different types of flu. That kind of knowledge is carnal, and it
will produce death.

Get into the word of God. Fall in love with it like you never have
before. Let it become such an addiction to you that you cannot
wait to get home from work so you can spend time in the word.
Seek God to give you understanding, and open the word to
through the Holy Spirit. His "vord, His truth is alive. and it is
powerfu I. In Psalms 138 we read that, "thou hast magn ified thy
word above all thy name." God had magnified His word above
even His own name. Shut off all of the other forms of knowledge,
and plug into the life giving word. Let the truth of God so satu-
rate you that you cannot believe anything or anyone else. Fact is
not truth. Truth changes fact.
