The engineer was unable to
inspect the wooden member that holds up the roof because the original stamped tin ceiling and
acousrical tile drop ceiling is still in place. The board discussed the oprion for a new roof and if the
structure would hold a new roof. T'he board discussed storage oprions for the Police Department

Water De artment

City Administrator Dan Bryan discussed the previous water rate increase of seven cents. Two years ago
the city had to give the watet department$ 161, 000 the following year$ 174,000 and this years budget
200,000 as well as pay theit revenue bond in the amount of $120,000. The idea behind the Water

department is they need to be more self-sustaining. Chief Water Operator Paul Pilliard discussed with
the board the need to raise water rates.
