On Jan. 10, 1963, Congressman Albert S. Herlong Jr. of Florida read a list of 45 Communist goals
into the Congressional Record. The list was derived from researcher, and former FBI Agent, Cle-
on Skousen’s book, The Naked Communist.

These goals are well worth revisiting after 55 years to see how many have been attained and
how the elites of our country still strive to implement them today.

Develop the illusion that total disarmament by the United States would be a demonstration of moral strength.

Permit free trade between all nations and regardless of whether or not items could be used for war.

Recognize Red China and work for the admission of Red China to the U.N.

Promote the U.N. and demand it be set up as a one-world government with its own independent armed forces. (Europe)
Do away with all loyalty oaths.

Capture one or both of the political parties in the United States.

Use decisions of courts to weaken basic American institutions by claiming their activities violate civil rights.

Get control of the schools. Use them as transmission belts for socialism and current Communist propaganda. Soften the cur-
riculum. Get control of teachers’ associations.

Use student riots to foment public protests against programs and organizations. Gain control of student newspapers on col-
lege campuses.

Infiltrate the press. Get control of editorial writing, policy-making positions.
Gain control of key positions in radio, TV, and motion pictures.
Eliminate laws governing obscenity, calling them “censorship” and a violation of free speech and free press.

Break down cultural standards of morality by promoting pornography and obscenity in books, magazines, motion pictures,
radio, and TV. Present degeneracy and promiscuity as “normal, natural, and healthy.”

Infiltrate the churches and replace formal religion with “social” religion. Discredit the Bible and emphasize the need for intel-
lectual maturity, which does not need a “religious crutch.”

Eliminate prayer or any phase of religious expression in the schools on the ground that it violates the principle of “separation
of church and state.”

Discredit the American Constitution by calling it inadequate, old-fashioned, out of step with modern needs.
Discredit the American Founding Fathers. Present them as selfish aristocrats who had no concern for the “common man.”

Belittle all forms of American culture and discourage the teaching of American history on the ground that it was only a minor
part of the “big picture.”

Support any socialist movement to give centralized control over any part of the culture: education, social agencies, welfare
programs, health clinics, etc.

e Eliminate the House Committee on Un-American Activities.

e Infiltrate and gain control of unions.
e Discredit the family as an institution. Encourage promiscuity and easy divorce.

e Create impression that violence and insurrection are legitimate aspects of the American tradition; that students and special-
interest groups should rise up & use united force to solve economic, political or social problems.

Internationalize the Panama Canal.
Give the World Court jurisdiction over nations and individuals alike. (European Union)
