Dear Brothers & Sisters,
The Rosary: Heaven’s Chain of Grace

For over 140 years, the Knights of Columbus 
have been dedicated to the Blessed Virgin 
Mary. Every Knight carries within his mission 
the call to defend the faith, protect the family, 
and serve the Church. At the heart of that 
mission stands the Rosary. It is not just a 
prayer of the past, but a living source of 
strength for Catholic men, their families, and 
our entire parish community today.
The Rosary is simple in its structure, yet 
profound in its power. It has been described as 
"a weapon" by Saint Padre Pio and “a chain 
that binds us to God” by Saint Louis de 
Montfort. For Knights, the Rosary is also a 
badge of identity. Our founder, Blessed 
Michael McGivney, encouraged devotion to 
the Blessed Mother. From our earliest years, 
Knights have promoted the Rosary in parishes 
and families.
Why should Knights—and indeed all 
Catholics—pray the Rosary?
1. We pray with Mary, our patroness.
The Blessed Mother is the model of 
discipleship and the patroness of the Knights 
of Columbus. Each “Hail Mary” places our 
hand in hers, leading us closer to Christ. As 
Knights, we entrust our work, our families, 
and our service to her guidance. Mary stood 
firm at the foot of the Cross; she teaches us 
courage, faithfulness, and hope.
2. We find protection and unity.
The Rosary has defended Christians 
throughout history—from the victory at 
Lepanto in 1571 to the quiet victories of 
families preserved in faith through daily 
prayer.

3. We learn and live the mysteries of Christ.
Every decade of the Rosary draws us into the life of Jesus. The Joyful Mysteries invite us to embrace humility 
and trust; the Sorrowful Mysteries strengthen us to carry our crosses with courage; the Glorious Mysteries lift 
our hearts to heaven; and the Luminous Mysteries remind us to live in the light of Christ. For Knights, these are 
not only meditations but marching orders—lessons for how to live out our Catholic faith in daily life.
4. We build strong families and parishes.
The Knights of Columbus are dedicated to defending family life. The Rosary is one of the most powerful tools 
for sanctifying the home. A family that prays the Rosary together finds peace, strength, and unity. As Knights, 
when we lead Rosaries in our parishes and encourage families to take up their beads, we fulfill our mission of 
strengthening the Domestic Church.
This October, the month of the Rosary, let us as Knights renew our devotion to this great prayer. Pray it 
daily—alone, with your family, or in community with your brother Knights. Encourage others in the parish to 
rediscover its power. Every Rosary prayed is a chain of grace that links us to heaven, strengthens our Church, 
and renews our mission.
