Monthly Report for January 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of January 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.
On Friday, January 1, 2016 at approximately 12:05pm officers responded to a vehicle versus tree personal injury crash which occurred in the 900 block of Daisy Drive.  Two passengers and the driver were all transported to hospitals for serious injuries sustained during the crash.  The Wisconsin State Patrol Traffic Reconstruction Unit was requested and assisted with the crash investigation.

On Monday, January 4, 2016 at approximately 9:25pm officers responded to an activated burglar alarm at a business in the 1600 block of Powers Lake Road.  It was determined that person(s) unknown had forcibly gained entry to the business but fled the area when the audible alarm sounded.

On Saturday, January 9, 2016 at approximately 6:17pm officers located a vehicle in the ditch (run off) on Hwy U and Hwy 12.  At the conclusion of the incident a 49-year-old male subject was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail for operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated.  A charge of operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated 4th offense was forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.
On Monday, January 11, 2016 at approximately 7:55am officers responded to a multiple vehicle personal injury crash on Hwy 12 in the area of Clover Road.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 20-year-old female driver was issued a traffic citation for unreasonable and imprudent speed.

On Monday, January 11, 2016 at approximately 6:50pm officers responded to a single vehicle roll over property damage only crash on Hwy U near Center Drive.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 27-year-old female driver was issued a traffic citation for driving too fast for conditions.

On Saturday, January 16, 2016 at approximately 2:57am officers responded to a residential burglary complaint in the 1100 block of Lake Drive.  Information surrounding this incident has been intentionally withheld as the incident is still under investigation.
On Sunday, January 24, 2016 at approximately 3:25pm officers responded to the 800 block of Violet Road for a theft from motor vehicle complaint.  The complainant reported items were taken from his motor vehicle while it was parked at the residence.  Information surrounding this incident has been intentionally withheld as the incident is still under investigation.

On Thursday, January 28, 2016 at approximately 1:41pm officers responded to the area of Hwy 12 and Townline Road for a single vehicle roll over personal injury crash.  The only occupant, a 47-year-old female driver was transported to an area hospital for injuries sustained during the crash.

On Friday, January 29, 2016 at approximately 9:10am officers received a theft from automobile complaint which occurred in the 1500 black of Overlook Drive.  The complainant reported that items were taken from inside his vehicle which was parked in his driveway. Information surrounding this incident has been intentionally withheld as the incident is still under investigation.
During the month of January 2016 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 3 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $1,044.00 in outstanding forfeitures[image: image1.jpg]



During the month of January 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to1,041 calls for service compared to 771 calls for service during the month of January 2015.  During the month of January 2016 the police department affected 106 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 99 arrests during the month of January 2015.
