Chairperson Metz announced that the Open Meetings Law was posted on wall of the
Commissioners’ room. The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. Notice of such
meeting having been published in the Bridgeport News-Blade and the Transcript Gate LLC, on
May 18, 2023.

Robin Stuart, Hospital Administrator, presented the April Financials to the Board. She
reported that the bids for the new daycare are still out.

Rose Nelson, County Assessor, presented the 5-Year contract with GWorks for the GIS
Mapping. She said the contract is up in July. She said it averages to about $9,900 per year. The
Board asked if any other companies are out there to do this work. Nelson said Sidwell is used in
another county. The Board said to reach out to other companies to see what they could do.
