A previous owner had spilled
some blue dye on the riser. | was able to
get a lot of it out but there is some resi-
due remaining (see pics). Decal is in
good condition. Overall, this is a really
nice bow in excellent condition for its
age. This bow sold for $125 in 1967,
which translates to $1,027 in 2021 infla-
tion adjusted dollars.
