Ronald Muldoon-Lilly Mountain Project Plan-requested labor help from the township when
dredging the reclamation ponds for straw placement to rejuvenate the ponds. The Lilly
Reclamation Ponds were built in 1993; the constructed seties of treatment beds were built to
treat two abandoned clay mine discharges that were contributing acidic, iron laden water into
Bear Rock Run. The Washington Township Supervisors are happy to assist Mr. Muldoon with
labor and equipment usage. Funding may be available for the acid mine drainage.
