INTRODUCTION TO THE DAY 
The gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke include Bartholomew in their lists of the 
Twelve. Partly due to his connection with Philip, many scholars believe 
Bartholomew is probably the same person as Nathanael in John’s Gospel. 
Nathanael is one of the first disciples called to “come and see” (John’s version of 
“follow me”), and he is present on the shore of the Sea of Tiberius when the risen 
Christ invites his friends to “come and have breakfast” (John 21:12).
