FREE DRESS 

 

On free dress days students may wear appropriate school clothing.  Not Acceptable: bare midriffs, baggy 

styles, spaghetti straps, athletic style shorts, tank tops, inappropriate, slogans, images, logo tee shirts. Shorts, 

shirts, dresses no shorter than mid-thigh. No sandals or sling type shoes, or flip flops. All shoes must have a 

back strap. 

The above listed items are the ONLY items allowed to be worn.  Any item not listed is NOT allowed, 

including, but not limited to the following: 

1. Make-up is not allowed.  This includes nail polish unless it is clear.  No decals, artificial nails etc. 
2. Long dangling earrings are inappropriate for school wear and may not be worn. 
3. Post earrings that do not dangle are permissible.  Only one earring per ear. 
4. Boys may not wear earrings. 
5. No distracting jewelry may be worn. 
6. Boys hair must be above collar and ears and not in their eyes. Boys and girls are to have neat and 

clean hair styles. Hair must be the student’s natural hair style. No extreme or faddish styles will be 
allowed. Girls hair attire must be simple Christopher plaid, hunter green, white, black, or navy blue in 
color. 

7. Skorts and walking shorts must be no shorter than mid-thigh. 
8. No platform sole, high heel, high tops, or open toe/heel type shoes are to be worn. 
9. All polo shirts are to be tucked in. 
10. Pants must be worn around the waist. 
11. Uniforms must be clean with no holes.
