Father Sam’s Corner
Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Matthew 14:13-21

The Boundless Generosity of God.

God exists before us and can continue to exist without us. Therefore, the creation of our life was out of His
generosity. All of our endowments come from His generosity. That we are still alive despite our disobedience
to Him and His commands indicates His generosity has no bound. This same note is struck in today’s first
reading. To the Israelites in exile who were suffering from lack of material food and drink as a consequence
of their disobedience, He invites through the prophet Isaiah out of His generosity to come back to Him, the
source and giver of true food and drink. The dialogue in the first reading shows how a search for material
goods can separate us from God if care is not taken. And how out of His boundless generosity God invites
and waits for us to come back to Him even when we are still far away from Him.

In the Gospel, the feeding of the crowds with five loaves and two fish shows that out of His compassion and
generosity God provides for our needs remembering His love for His people. Bear in mind that preaching and
feeding the crowds were not in Christ’s original mission plan when he decided to withdraw to a deserted place
by himself. According to today’s Gospel: “When Jesus heard of the death of John the Baptist, he withdrew in
a boat to a deserted place by himself” (Matthew 14:13). Matthew did not tell us what he withdrew to the place
by himself to do. But since John was his cousin, maybe Jesus went to a deserted place to mourn and pray
privately for the death of John as he did for the death of his friend Lazarus. But getting there, he saw a crowd
of people in dire need of material and spiritual foods. Out of his generosity and compassion, he preached to
them and miraculously fed them with five loaves and two fish. This indicates that nothing, even grief for the
death of John, would separate Jesus from his work of loving and caring for his flock. What a savior with a
boundless generous heart we serve. What a compassionate God we worship. As Saint Paul advised us in the
second reading let us not allow fear of death, suffering or anything to separate us from God. And if we have
already separated ourselves from Him, let us come back to Him for strength and wisdom, for He is full of
love, compassion and boundless generosity.

Que sigamos vivos a
pesar de nuestra desobediencia a El y sus mandamientos indica que su generosidad no tiene limite. Esta misma
nota aparece en la primera lectura de hoy A los israelitas en el exilio que sufrian de falta de alimentos y
bebidas materiales como consecuencia de su desobediencia, les invita a través del profeta Isaias por su
generosidad a regresar a El, la fuente y el donante de la verdadera comida y bebida. El didlogo en la primera
lectura muestra cdémo una busqueda de bienes materiales puede separarnos de Dios si no se tiene cuidado. Y
coémo, gracias a su generosidad ilimitada, Dios nos invita y espera a que regresemos a El, incluso cuando atin
estamos lejos de El.

Pero dado que Juan era su primo, tal vez Jests fue a un lugar desierto para
llorar y rezar en privado por la muerte de Juan como lo hizo por la muerte de su amigo Lazaro. Pero al llegar
alli, vio una multitud de personas que necesitaban alimentos materiales y espirituales. Por generosidad y
compasion, les predicod y milagrosamente los alimentd con cinco panes y dos peces. Esto indica que nada,
incluso el dolor por la muerte de Juan, separaria a Jests de su trabajo de amar y cuidar a su rebafio. Qué
salvador con un corazon generoso e ilimitado servimos. Qué Dios compasivo adoramos. Como San Pablo nos
aconsejo en la segunda lectura, no permitamos que el miedo a la muerte, el sufrimiento o cualquier cosa nos
separe de Dios. Y si ya nos hemos separado de El, regresemos a El en busca de fortaleza y sabiduria, porque
