Discussion and possible action to approve a grant from the 100 Club of Arizona of $15,000 for purchase of portable radios:   Chief Banning read a letter from Sharon Knutson-Felix, Exec. Director, announcing  the 100 Club of Arizona’s Safety Enhancement Stipend Award of $15,000 to BRFD for the purchase of  Viking series radios, and requested Board approval to accept the grant award.  After discussion, it was moved by Richard Eng, seconded by Jim Denham, to approve the 100 Club grant award.  Motion carries: 4-0.

Discussion and possible action to approve purchase of replacement tires for Rescue 8:  Chief Banning requested Board approval to expend $2,100 from budgeted funds in Line Item 6510 for tires on Rescue 8.  After discussion, it was moved by Jerry Smith, seconded by Alma Seward, to approve purchase of tires as requested.  Motion carries: 4-0.

Announcement of new Chief’s Committee:  Chief Banning described the goals and objectives of the newly proposed BRFD Neighborhood Progressive Committee.  The Chief plus 2 Board members would participate, along with various community leaders, HOA’s, other local fire agencies, and responding neighborhood medical responders, to assess and prioritize various community needs--such as establishing a medical consulting center/clinic on Fire Station property, incorporating additional subdivisions into the BRFD, and other possibilities of enhanced medical & emergency services in the area.  The Committee will be gathering opinions and distributing facts and data about possible community services that could be made available to residents at a cost-savings from current levels.  Board and staff members expressed enthusiasm and support for this concept, and will work to promote information-gathering and implementation of community input and service.
