For laser printers you might be able to find glossy full sheet label paper or use gloss presentation paper made for laser pri nters.

** Copy shops can usually use laser paper in their copiers. But ask for glossy paper and they can probably just do it for you wi tho ut buying extra
paper.

A You can find spray adhesive in hobby or art stores, or scrap booking supply stores.

A The label paper can really be hard to separate from the backing after it is cut out. One trick is to use a single edge razor blade to separate
