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This checklist covers El Paso County, Texas, plus approximately the western
one-half of Hudspeth County, Texas (west of longitude 105° 30") and the
southern one-third of Dofia Ana County, New Mexico (south of latitude 32° 10").

It includes 449 species of birds and 22 additional identifiable forms documented
as occurring in the area. Another 42 species appear on the Historical (5), Exotics
(27) and Hypothetical (10) lists on the back inside cover. Species names and
taxonomic organization follow the American Ornithological Society’s Checklist of
North and Middle American Birds (https://checklist.americanornithology.org/taxa)
as updated through 2022.

This list is our best effort to describe the current seasonal status of birds in the El
Paso County area but is not the last word on the subject. A checklist evolves as
field observers contribute new information to fill gaps in our knowledge or as
changes in environmental conditions cause changes in the status of some
species. You can contribute to future improvement of this list by reporting any
new or unusual sightings to eBird (https://ebird.org) or the El Paso/Trans-Pecos
Audubon Society (www.trans-pecos-audubon.com). In this edition of the check-
list, we have included a number of subspecies and other identifiable forms not
covered in previous editions. We hope this will inspire greater attention to their
status in our region.
