Voting in the Primary Election?  Here’s what you need to know 

1) Are you registered to vote?? 

To check: Illinois Residents: www.ova.elections.il.gov · Iowa Residents : www.sos.iowa.gov/elections/voterinformation 

2) Know who your candidates are and where they stand on the issues that are important to you and your family.  

3)  You must declare a political party for the primary but you also have the right to change your political affiliation at a later date.                        

Illinois Primary Election is March 17, 2026 

Iowa Primary Election is June 2, 2026 

Your Voting Options 

Voting By Mail 

To vote by mail: Residents in Illinois should contact their local county clerk's office to request an application to vote by mail. Resi-
dents in Iowa should contact their local county auditor's office to request an application to vote by mail. 

Voting at the Polling Site 

Each polling site must have an accessible entrance and/or signs directed to an accessible entrance. 

Each polling site must have at least one accessible voting machine. 

Voters with disabilities must be able to vote privately & independently and in an accessible space. 

Early Voting 

Early voting allows you to cast your ballot in-person,  prior to the general election. For specific dates, times, and locations, please 
check your local county clerk's/county auditor's website or call them for more information.
