Aim: What were some effects of the New Deal?
I. Effects of the New Deal

· A. Native Americans 

· Government policy aimed towards restoring tribes

· 1934: Indian Reorganization Act: to restore self-government, languages, customs, religious freedom

b. African Americans

· Were not benefited as much as others

· Little done for civil rights

· Some were appointed as heads of New Deal agencies

c. Women

· Worked low-paying jobs

· Some programs didn’t hire women

· Some were visibly active in government

II. Unconstitutional Acts

A. NRA (National Recovery Act) 

· Schechter Poultry Corp. v. U.S.
· Court ruled that the law gave Congress power to regulate intrastate commerce

B. AAA (Agricultural Adjustment Act)

· U.S. v. Butler
· ruled that agriculture was a local, not interstate matter 

III. FDR and the Supreme Court

A. The Conflict:

· The Supreme Court ruled that many New Deal laws were unconstitutional.

· After winning the 1936 presidential election, FDR proposed increasing the number of Supreme Court Justices from 9 to 15.

* This would allow FDR to appoint 6 new pro-New Deal Justices to the Supreme Court.

B. The Results:

· Many Americans felt that FDR was unfairly trying to control the Supreme Court.

· FDR withdrew his plan six months later.

IV. Evaluation

· WWII ends the Depression

· Did not solve unemployment, farm crisis, under-consumption

· Brought more power to the presidency and federal government

· Preserved the free-enterprise system
