FLOCKNOTE

Flocknote Registration Individual registration is
simple and free:

1. Using your cellphone, text the code IHM05495
(IHM must be in CAPS) to the following numerical
addressee: 84576.

2. You will then be sent a text “welcome message”
with a link to a website where you can complete the
registration process by providing your name and
email address. (this is done through your mobile
web browser)

3. This webpage will then display different
notification groups in the parish that you can “join.’
Sign up for whichever group you want — it doesn’t
obligate you to be a member of that ministry, it just
puts you on the distribution list for any Flocknote
messages initiated by that group. You can modify
this list at any time.

NOTE: You might not want to sign-up for this
service if you don’t have unlimited text messaging
or if text messages tend to use up too much of your
data plan like with some Tracfone services. Please
feel free to contact the parish staff at (802) 878-
4513 or ihmchurch@comcast.net if you have any
questions about this program or the registration
process.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The reign of God comes about because people
commit to reversing their lives completely, to
embracing new vision, new values. Many popular
television shows exploit an unattractive side of
human nature by pitting contestants against one
another, even to the point of performing dangerous
stunts or devious schemes, to gain money or favor.
At the liturgy, we counter that impulse by
committing ourselves to live generously. In
response to Christ's total gift, we offer bread and
wine as the emblems of our lives, our hopes, our
joys and sorrows. The bread and wine carried to the
altar contain our lives, and by offering our lives to
God, we prepare to receive the gift of God's own
life. We are to become what we receive: the body of
Christ.

On Sundays, this self-giving is often accompanied
by a collection and procession of gifts for the poor
and money for the upkeep of the parish. There are
certainly other methods of collecting money, some
perhaps more efficient. Yet the acts of giving from
our abundance and attending to the needs of the
poor open us up to participation in the changes the
Reign of God requires. --Rev. James Field,
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
