Camellia care, but too much of either or both is the worst thing you can do
for your plants. Liquid fertilizers provide nutrients to plants within a matter
of hours. Solid fertilizers don't provide nutrients to the plant for up to 2
weeks When a sudden heat wave comes along, heat release solid
fertilizers can cause immediate Nitrogen release and root damage without
the grower detecting until it is too late.Camellia plants in the ground can
be lightly fertilized every month, April through August, and can be watered
every 6 days or so.Camellia plants in containers require entirely different
