
         

The Celebration of Public Masses at Holy Family Addlestone. 

The obligation to celebrate Mass on a Sunday remains suspended during the Covid-19 Pandemic. 
 

In order that we may celebrate Mass safely the church benches have been set 6 feet apart. This 

means that seating capacity is greatly reduced to 50, we have room for only 19 households with 1 

bench per household. This means that we are not all able to gather at the same times as before the 

pandemic, so to accommodate us all safely the Sunday Mass will be anticipated on Friday 

Evening at 18:00. During July and August this was extended to Tuesday through to Thursday but 

was discontinued due to lack of attendance, this will be reviewed if the numbers on Sunday 

increase to the point that we cannot accommodate everybody. 

Also in order to comply with Government guidelines please wear a face covering.
