Mecum Kissimmee Corvette Day – January 10th! 
 

Leading up to Mecum Kissimmee, we’re highlighting some amazing Corvettes hitting 
the auction block. Last time, we shared a list of Corvettes available on Corvette Day. If 
you missed it, catch up here: Mecum Corvette Day 2025 Cars. 

It seems the glory days of gasoline-fed factory V-8 performance aren’t quite dead yet. Yeah, 
the powers that be keep trying to convince us that future is EV, or a maybe a turbo six cylinder 
if we’re lucky, or anything other than the V-8s we love, but then we get rays of hope like 
the Mustang GTD or the 2025 C8 Corvette ZR1. Well, Chevrolet just announced performance 

numbers for the new gen LT7-powered 1,064 horsepower ZR1 ‘Vette and it can rocket from 0-
60 in a scant 2.3 seconds! That would make it the third quickest car ever tested by Motortrend, 

no small feet considering the instant torque of EVs.  
 
Chevrolet also announced that the ZTK-equipped ZR1 runs the quarter mile in 9.6 seconds at 

150 mph! Even the standard ZR1 can sprint to 60 mph in 2.5 seconds and knock down 9.7 
seconds in the quarter. And this was on pump gas and on a non-prepped drag strip wearing 
the factory tires. In the 9s right off the showroom floor is a concept we’re down with!
