1. A completed application (please be sure to include a physical street address) 

2. Charter/Credentials contribution of $150.00 [Foreign Land Citizen Ordination–$50.00.]  
(NOTE: A minimum of $50.00 must be received BEFORE any paperwork in begun.) 

3. Monthly pledge of at least $25.00 per month (Not required until you receive your credentials). 

4. Account of your conversion and subsequent growth in the Lord 

5. Account of what God is teaching you right now, and the vision He has given you for ministry 

6. Three letters of recommendation sent from your referring person directly to david@tmcimissions.org 
        IMPORTANT NOTE: These letters are character references, not professional endorsements. 

7. A recent photograph of yourself (may be emailed). Photo Upload button is at the end of this page. 

8. If you are already a nonprofit organization and have an EIN number, please enter the number in this step 
ONLINE and upload a copy of your IRS confirmation letter. If you do NOT have an EIN/nonprofit number, 
we will provide it along with the documentation from the IRS.
