Queridos feligreses...  

En el Evangelio de hoy, el diálogo entre Jesús y una mujer 
samaritana es uno de los más extensos y teológicos de las 
Escrituras. Se esperaba que Jesús, un judío practicante de 
aquella época, evitara conversar con mujeres en público. La 
animosidad entre judíos y samaritanos también debería haber 
impedido la conversación. La propia mujer alude a la ruptura 
con la tradición: "¿Cómo puedes tú, siendo judío, pedirme de 
beber a mí, que soy samaritana?" Sin embargo, Jesús no solo 
conversa con la mujer, sino que también le pide compartir su 
vaso, una acción que lo hace impuro según la ley judía. El 
momento culminante de la conversación es cuando Jesús se 
revela a ella como el Mesías. Aunque ella es una paria y no 
judía, regresa a su pueblo para guiar a otros hacia Jesús y 
preguntarse si ha encontrado al Mesías. Jesús usa su 
encuentro con la mujer samaritana para enseñar a sus 
discípulos que la misericordia de Dios es ilimitada. Pero la 
conversión de los habitantes del pueblo samaritano es un 
anticipo del tipo de comunidad abierta que se creará entre 
aquellos que creen que Jesús es el Mesías.

Dear parishioners ...    

In today’s Gospel, the dialogue between Jesus and a woman 
from Samaria is among the most lengthy and most theological 
found in Scripture. Jesus, an observant Jew of that time, was 
expected to avoid conversation with women in public. The ani-
mosity between the Jews and the Samaritans should have pre-
vented the conversation as well. The woman herself alludes to 
the break from tradition: “How can you, a Jew, ask me, a Samar-
itan woman, for a drink?” Yet Jesus not only converses with the 
woman, he also asks to share her drinking vessel, an action that 
makes him unclean according to Jewish law. The high point of 
the conversation is when Jesus reveals himself to her as the 
Messiah. Even though she is an outcast and not a Jew, she re-
turns to her town to lead others to Jesus and to wonder wheth-
er she has found the Messiah. Jesus uses his encounter with the 
Samaritan woman to teach his disciples that God’s mercy is 
without limit. But the conversion of the Samaritan townspeople 
is a foretaste of the kind of open community that will be created 
among those who believe that Jesus is the Messiah.
