Father Sam’s Corner
Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Matthew 13:1-23

Making our life a good Soil that bears the fruits of the Kingdom of God

The fruits of the kingdom of God are peace, love, joy and justice ( Romans 14:17). According to today’s
Gospel the seed that bears the fruits of the kingdom of God is the word of God. We are the ground in which
the seed is sown. The sowers of the seed are God/Christ, the Apostles and any person through whom the word
comes to us. The fertility of the ground (our life) is determined by the way we respond to the word of God
according to today’s Gospel. Other conditions that can enhance or hinder the growth of the word of God (the
seed of the kingdom) will be discussed in the coming weeks. Therefore, today’s Gospel wants us to focus on
the way we welcome or respond to the word of God as one of the determinants of the growth of the seed/word
of God.

The English Standard Version of the Bible explains today’s parable of the sower in a more simplified context
by stressing that: “When anyone hears the word of the kingdom and does not understand it, the evil one comes
and snatches away what has been sown in his heart. This is what was sown along the path. As for what was
sown on rocky ground, this is the one who hears the word and immediately receives it with joy, yet he has no
root in himself, but endures for a while, and when tribulation or persecution arises on account of the word,
immediately he falls away. As for what was sown among thorns, this is the one who hears the word, but the
cares of the world and the deceitfulness of riches choke the word, and it proves unfruitful. As for what was
sown on good soil, this is the one who hears the word and understands it. He indeed bears fruit and yields, in
one case a hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another thirty” (Matthew 13: 19-23).

The above explanation of the parable of the sower and classification of the group of the listeners of the word
challenges us to ask, which group of the listeners of the word do we belong to? Does the word of God we
receive fit into the one that fell along the path, or on the thorns and rocky grounds? Or do we fall into the
good soil that helps the word to grow and bear good fruits? In whichever group we find ourselves, we pray
that the Holy Spirit may help us to continue to receive the words of God with deeper understanding, and to put
them into practice, so as to become the good soil that allows the words to bear the fruits of the kingdom.

Evangelio: Mateo 13:1-23

Haciendo de nuestra vida un buen suelo que lleve los frutos del Reino de Dios

Los frutos del reino de Dios son la paz, el amor, la alegria y la justicia (Romanos 14:17). Segun el Evangelio de
hoy, la semilla que lleva los frutos del reino de Dios es la palabra de Dios. Somos el terreno donde se siembra la
semilla. Los sembradores de la semilla son Dios / Cristo, los Apostoles y cualquier persona a través de la cual
nos llega la palabra. La fertilidad de la tierra (nuestra vida) esta determinada por la forma en que respondemos a
la palabra de Dios segun el Evangelio de hoy. En las préximas semanas se discutiran otras condiciones que
pueden mejorar u obstaculizar el crecimiento de la Palabra de Dios (la semilla del reino). Por lo tanto, el
Evangelio de hoy quiere que nos enfoquemos en la forma en que damos la bienvenida o respondemos a la
palabra de Dios como uno de los determinantes del crecimiento de la semilla / palabra de Dios.

La version estandar de la Biblia en inglés explica la parabola actual del sembrador en un contexto mas
simplificado al enfatizar que: “Cuando alguien escucha la palabra del reino y no la comprende, el maligno viene
y arrebata lo que se ha sembrado en su corazon. Esto es lo que se sembrd a lo largo del camino. En cuanto a lo
que se sembro en terreno rocoso, este es el que escucha la palabra y la recibe inmediatamente con alegria, sin
embargo, no tiene raices en si mismo, pero permanece por un tiempo, y cuando surge la tribulacion o la
persecucion a causa de la palabra, Inmediatamente se cae. En cuanto a lo que se sembro entre espinas, este es el
que escucha la palabra, pero las preocupaciones del mundo y el engafio de las riquezas ahogan la palabra, y
resulta infructuosa. En cuanto a lo que se sembro en buena tierra, este es el que escucha la palabra y la entiende.
De hecho, da fruto y rinde, en un caso cien veces, en otros sesenta y en otros treinta ”’(Mateo 13: 19-23).

La explicacion anterior de la pardbola del sembrador y la clasificacion del grupo de oyentes de la palabra nos
desafia a preguntar, ;a qué grupo de oyentes pertenecemos? ;La palabra de Dios que recibimos encaja en la que
cayo0 a lo largo del camino, o en las espinas y los terrenos rocosos? ;O caemos en la buena tierra que ayuda a
que la palabra crezca y dé buenos frutos? En cualquier grupo en el que nos encontremos, oramos para que el
Espiritu Santo pueda ayudarnos a continuar recibiendo las palabras de Dios con una comprension mas profunda
y ponerlas en practica, para convertirnos en el buen suelo que permita que las palabras den sus frutos. del reino
