What Is the Housing Choice
Voucher Program?

The Housing Choice Voucher program
(sometimes called “Section 8”] is the federal
government’s primary program for assisting
very low-income famailies, the elderly, and
persons with disahilities to afford decent, safe,
and sanitary housing in the private market.

Public housing agencies receive funds from
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development to administer the program
locally. Voucher participants find their own
housing, including single-family homes,
townhouses, and apartments.
