The Feast of the Presentation of the Lord 



Sunday Reflection – Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time (A) 

What is the significance of Simeon's encounter with the baby Jesus and 
his mother in the temple? Simeon was a just and devout man who was 

very much in tune with the Holy Spirit. He believed that the Lord would 

return to his temple and renew his chosen people. The Holy Spirit also 
revealed to him that the Messiah and King of Israel would also bring 

salvation to the Gentile nations. When Joseph and Mary presented the 

baby Jesus in the temple, Simeon immediately recognized this humble 
child of Bethlehem as the fulfillment of all the messianic prophecies, 

hopes, and prayers. Inspired by the Holy Spirit he prophesied that Jesus 

was to be "a revealing light to the Gentiles.” The Holy Spirit reveals the 
presence of the Lord to those who are receptive and eager to receive him.   

Simeon blessed Mary and Joseph and he prophesied to Mary about the destiny of this child and the 

suffering she would undergo for his sake. There is a certain paradox for those blessed by the Lord.  

Mary was given the blessedness of being the mother of the Son of God. That blessedness also 

would become a sword which pierced her heart as her Son died upon the cross. She received both a 

crown of joy and a cross of sorrow. But her joy was not diminished by her sorrow because it was 
fueled by her faith, hope, and trust in God and his promises. Jesus promised his disciples that "no 

one will take your joy from you" (John 16:22). The Lord gives us a supernatural joy which enables us 

to bear any sorrow or pain and which neither life nor death can take way.  Ask the Lord to renew our 
faith in the indwelling presence of his Spirit within us. And give him thanks and praise for coming to 

make his home with us.
