Information shared during committee meeting:

o Amanda asked Dr. Clark to pull EMS data on calls for drownings, near-drownings over
the past 5 years. He provided the attached map W|th numbers by county.
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Michael Fraley shared that the WI DNR has a online map of known life jacket loaner
stations that we may want to compare to the EMS numbers shared by Dr. Clark:

e Liz shared that there was a multiple injury incident at Bruce Mound tubing hill outside of
Neillsville during a student field trip that resulted in multiple hospitalizations. Students
were doubling-up on tubes and doing other things known to be unsafe. They are working
on providing education for schools prior to field trips. May want to look into whether any
incidents at other tubing and sledding hills in our region, too, to see if community

education is needed.
