Crowned in May: Why 
the Church Honors Our 
Lady This Month
For centuries, the Church has set aside the 
month of May as a time of special devotion 
to the Blessed Virgin Mary. This tradition, 
deeply rooted in both nature and faith, 
emerged most clearly in medieval Europe, 
where May - marked by new life and 
blossoming beauty - naturally lent itself to 
honoring the one who brought forth Life 
Himself. By the 18th century, the custom of 
“May devotions” had spread widely, 
encouraged by pastors and embraced by the 
faithful as a simple yet profound expression 
of love for Our Lady.

The Church’s liturgical calendar further 
enriches this devotion. During May, we 
celebrate significant Marian feasts such as 
Our Lady of Fatima (May 13), recalling her 
call to prayer and conversion; the Visitation 
of the Blessed Virgin Mary (May 31), 
highlighting her charity and humility; and, in 
many places, traditional May Crownings, 
where the faithful honor Mary as Queen of 
Heaven.

Within our homes, this Marian month invites a renewal of family prayer and devotion. A simple home altar with 
an image or statue of Our Lady, adorned with fresh flowers, can become a focal point of daily prayer. Families 
might gather, even briefly, to pray a decade of the Rosary together, entrusting their intentions to her maternal 
care. Teaching our young ones the meaning of these devotions, sharing stories of Mary’s apparitions, and 
invoking her intercession at the beginning and end of each day helps to root faith in the rhythm of family life.

Equally important is imitation. Mary’s virtues - her faith, humility, and readiness to serve - provide a model for 
our charitable works and fraternal service as Knights of Columbus and Columbiettes. To honor her is not only 
to pray to her, but to live as she did: always pointing others to her Son.

In honoring Mary this month, we do what generations before us have done: entrusting our lives, our families, 
and our mission to her maternal care. And she, in turn, never fails to lead us closer to Christ.
