Background Description:

The program works best in individual classrooms or a music room. Teachers should request the children to write a paragraph on what they learned after the presentation. All programs include Power Point.

The very easy to read children’s books help them learn about a symphony orchestra, various musical instruments, classical music, classical composers, jazz and opera. The Instructor Guides with CD’s follow the children’s reading books. An instructional DVD with a DVD presentation guide is also available.

Short Book and Guide Descriptions:

01SO –Mr. McSymphony™’s The Life of a Symphony Orchestra    (first grade)

This material introduces children to a symphony orchestra including instrument locations on stage, instrument sounds, stories and activities to some of the music (example-learning about the planets while they travel through space with the music of Dvorak’s “The 
New World Symphony #9”). 
02MI – Mr. McSymphony™’s Musicians and their Instruments    (second grade)

This material introduces children to show how music is written, how to read music, and stories and music of some of the most famous musicians.  Words used in music with multiple meanings are reviewed as staff & score. 

03CM - Mr. McSymphony™’s It’s All About Classical Music       (third grade)

This material introduces children to some of the most famous classical composers in the baroque, classical and modern eras.  Stories and music of these composers are included. The children learn the spelling of the composer’s names and participate in a mystery composer test at the end of the program. 
04JZ – Mr. McSymphony™’s It’s All About Jazz        (fourth grade)

This material introduces children to jazz from its beginning to modern times with stories and music of some of the most famous jazz composers, singers and musicians. Some geography is included on how jazz got started in the new world of America.  Jazz nomenclature included. 
05OP – Mr. McSymphony™’s It’s All About Opera      (fifth grade)

This material introduces children to all phases of opera including opera nomenclature, information about the opera house, and stories, music and singing of various famous operas. Opera stories are introduced but the conclusions are left out to encourage the students to read the story.
