Masks, puppets, mime, drama, comedy, music and 
storytelling are integral elements that help the audi-
ence experience these treasures of wisdom that 
teach us to understand and trust one another.   
 
In his performance of GEMS, Doug presents a variety 
of stories, drawing on classic collections such as “Aesop’s Fables” from 
Greece and stories of Hans Christian Andersen from Denmark, which have 
inspired and educated the world’s young people for years.  Doug also in-
cludes stories from lesser known collections of folklore and mythology 
from Asian, African, Middle Eastern and Native American cultures. 
 
A performance might include a selection from the following stories: The 
Lion and the Mouse; The Boy Who Cried Wolf (Aeosop’s); The Drip Nose 
Boy (Native American); The Lame Man and the Blind Man (Middle East);
