Barton, Bob. Stories in the Classroom; Storytelling, Reading Aloud and Roleplaying with Children. Heinemann, 1990.


This inspiring book about the importance of "storying" with children interweaves storytelling and reading aloud. Many suggestions are given on helping students respond to stories.
Barton, Bob. Tell Me Another; Storytelling and Reading Aloud at Home, at School, and in the Community. Heinemann, 1986.


Covers both storytelling and reading aloud with advice on how to select a story and make it your own. Includes activities for the classroom such as call and response stories, sound exploration, chanting, drama games, story theatre, and round-robin storytelling. 
Bauer, Caroline Feller. The New Handbook for Storytellers; With Stories, Poems, Magic, and More.  American Library Association, 1993.


Here is a wealth of suggestions on how to tell stories, including multimedia storytelling: using music; puppets; flip cards; objects; flannel, felt, and magnetic boards; and slides, filmstrips, and film. Includes a bibliography of stories by subject. 
Bettelheim, Bruno. The Uses of Enchantment; The Meaning and Importance of Fairy Tales. Knopf, 1976.


The classic work that explains how and why fairy tales help children to understand themselves and their world, create meaning in their lives, and build an inner sense of security. 

Birch, Carol L. and Melissa A. Heckler, ed. Who Says? Essays on Pivotal Issues on Contemporary Storytelling. August House, 1996.


Ten thoughtful and insightful essays comment on such issues as the storyteller as narrator, playing with the “fourth wall”, misconceptions about folktales, Jewish models of storytelling, Native American storytelling, and the reciprocity between the teller and the listener.

Breneman, Lucille and Breneman, Bren. Once Upon a Time; A Storytelling Handbook. Nelson-Hall, 1983.


Detailed guidance on storytelling: selecting a story, analyzing and adapting a story, achieving fluency, working with characters, working for visualization, body control, and polish. One chapter focuses on story biography.  Includes an annotated bibliography of stories good for telling.

Bruchac, Joseph. Tell Me a Tale; a Book About Storytelling. Harcourt Brace, 1997.


Aimed at younger readers, this book takes readers through the four cornerstones of storytelling: listening, observing, remembering, and sharing. Includes fourteen stories from around the world and Bruchac’s Native American background.
Cabral, Len and Manduca, Mia. Len Cabral’s Storytelling Book. Neal-Schuman Publishers, 1997.


Basic advice on how to tell a story, with twenty-three stories included, most with teaching guides including discussion questions and suggested projects and activities. 
Cassady, Marsh. The Art of Storytelling; Creative Ideas for Preparation and Performance. Meriwether Publishing, 1994.


A basic introduction to storytelling covering how to choose, analyze, adapt, and prepare stories; how to develop original stories, and how to present your story.

Chinen, Allan B. In the Ever After; Fairy Tales and the Second Half of Life. Chiron Publications, 1989.


A thoughtful and insightful book that looks at the psychological tasks of the mature adult and examines fifteen elder tales that depict these tasks symbolically.

Chinen, Allan B. Once Upon a Midlife; Classic Stories and Mythic Tales to Illuminate the Middle Years. Putnam's, 1992.


A collection of 16 stories chosen for their ability to pinpoint the issues of midlife, along with commentaries drawn from Dr. Chinen's clinical experience and literature from around the world.

Cleveland, Dorothy and Barbara Schutzgruber. Beyond the Sword  Maiden; A Storyteller’s Iintroduction to the Heroine’s Journey. Parkhurst Brothers, 2018.


A sword maiden travels the hero’s journey, but the heroine’s journey is an internal transformation. The authors analyze several folk and personal stories and encourage storytellers to find and create their own tales of heroines.
Collins, Rives and Pamela Cooper. The Power of Story; Teaching Through Storytelling. 2nd ed. Waveland Press, 2005.


An excellent resource that covers the hows and whys of storytelling and also includes a chapter on story dramatization and many activities to use when teaching storytelling to children.

Cordi, Kevin. Playing with Stories; Story-Crafting for Storytellers, Writers, Teachers and Other Imaginative Thinkers. Parkhurst Brothers Publishers, 2014.


Dr. Cordi describes story-crafting, a way to work with stories to develop them more fully. Included are exercises in breathing, talking aloud, word dancing, exploring tension, deep listening to a partner, ensemble storytelling, and story mediation.
Danoff, Susan. The Golden Thread; Storytelling in Teaching and Learning. Storytelling Arts Press, 2005.


An outstanding resource that covers storytelling and the classroom culture and teacher-student relationships, the imagination, and literacy, along with advice on how to become a storyteller. Danoff includes six stories, three folktales and three original works that illustrate her points.
Dailey, Sheila. Putting the World in a Nutshell; The Art of the Formula Tale. H. W. Wilson, 1994.


Nine basic types of formula tales - chain, cumulative, circle, endless, catch, compound triad, question, air castles, and good/bad - are examined and 38 stories are included. 

Davis, Donald. Writing as a Second Language; From Experience to Story to Prose. August House, 2000.

A definition of language and a new look at language development, language modeling, and vocabulary growth provide the foundation for a model for teaching writing that incorporates storytelling and writing clubs, where visual stories are developed before actual writing begins.

De Vos, Gail. Storytelling for Young Adults; Techniques and Treasury. Libraries Unlimited, 1991.


Excellent resource that discusses the value of telling to young adults (ages13-18), reviews storytelling techniques, describes extensions in the classroom, and includes an annotated bibliography of about 250 stories arranged by genre: folktales and fairy tales; myths and legends; ghost, horror and suspense stories; urban belief legends; love and romance stories; twists, satire, and exaggeration stories; and literary stories.
De Wit, Dorothy. Children's Faces Looking Up; Program Building for the Storyteller, American Library Association, 1979.


The first half of the book is an excellent background in story selection, sources, modifying stories, and tips for tellers. The second half gives six sample story programs with such themes as food, animal stories, magic, shoes and feet, journeys, and color.
Del Negro, Janice M. and Melanie A. Kimball, eds. Engaging Teens with Story; How to Inspire and Educate Youth with Storytelling. Libraries Unlimited, 2017.


A collection of articles with advice to telling to young adults, including an overview of contemporary practices, the science of storytelling, digital storytelling, folk and fairy tales and the popular media, telling to at-risk youth, and the writing connection.
Del Negro, Janice M. Folktales Aloud. ALA Editions, 2014.

Excellent guidance in choosing folk tales for ages 3-6, 6-9, 9-12, and 12-14. Includes detailed coaching through four stories and the texts for 16 more stories. Also lists of resources: researching folktales and storytelling, how-and-why books, folktale picture books, folktale collections, and stories and storytelling on the Web.
Geisler, Harlynne. Storytelling Professionally; The Nuts and Bolts of a Working Performer. Libraries Unlimited, 1997.


Extremely practical advice for the professional storyteller, including how to get started, building a repertoire, performance tips, marketing, PR, making a tape, setting fees, contracts and agreements, organizing your time and office, possible problems, and issues such as prejudice and censorship. 

Gillard, Marni. Storyteller, Storyteacher; Discovering the Power of Storytelling for Teaching and Living. Stenhouse, 1996.


 Gillard describes how she brought storytelling into the lives and lessons of her middle school students, but what she has learned about stories, storying, and storytelling in her life will speak to students and teachers of all ages.

Gottschall, Jonathan. The Storytelling Animal; How Stories Make Us Human. Houghton Mifflin Harcourt, 2012.


Touching on fiction versus nonfiction, dreams, memory, schizophrenia, neuroscience, religion,  conspiracy theories, personal stories, and the future of story, the author shows us how and why the human brain is wired for story.

Greene, Ellin and Janice Del Negro. Storytelling: Art and Technique. 4th. ed. Libraries Unlimited, 2010.


An excellent and practical introduction to storytelling with some emphasis on librarians planning story programs. Includes chapters on children as storytellers, telling to young adults, special settings and needs, and lists of stories by age. 

Hansen, Jill. “Tell Me a Story”; Developmentally Appropriate Retelling Strategies. International Reading Association, 2004.


Activities to use with three retelling levels: emergent, early fluent, and fluent, including graphic organizers such as story maps and rubrics.

Haven, Kendall and MaryGay Ducey. Crash Course in Storytelling. Libraries Unlimited, 2007.


Geared for storytelling in the library, but useful for anyone interested in learning how to tell stories. Covers selection, preparation, telling, props and puppets, and ways to incorporate storytelling in your library.
Haven, Kendall. Story Proof; The Science Behind the Startling Power of Story. Libraries Unlimited, 2007.


Here is the proof that stories, story reading, and storytelling are the most effective means through which to teach reading, writing, and all areas of the curriculum. The author covers the definition of story, brain development, and shares anecdotal and research evidence from storytellers, teachers, and researchers. Every single one of the thousands of studies agrees that stories work as effective teaching tools.

An outstanding resource detailing how our brains are hard-wired for story. Includes an excellent section on the Eight Essential Elements of Story and how to use stories to create influence and deliver your message.
Haven, Kendall. Super Simple Storytelling; A Can-Do Guide for Every Classroom, Every Day. Teacher Ideas Press, 2000.


An excellent guide to finding your own natural style, defining what a story is, evaluating a story, using storytelling in the curriculum, and teaching students to tell, with many tips on learning and telling stories. Also includes forty-one exercises to use when teaching storytelling to your students. 
Holt, David and Bill Mooney, ed. The Storyteller’s Guide; Storytellers Share Advice for the Classroom, Boardroom, Showroom, Podium, Pulpit, and Center Stage. August House, 1996.


More than fifty of the country’s leading storytellers answer such questions as: How do I get started? How do I find the right stories? How do I shape stories from the printed text? What performance techniques do I need to know? What mistakes are frequently made by beginning storytellers? What are the ethics of storytelling? How do I market myself? What is the life of a professional storyteller like? How can a teacher use storytelling in the classroom? How can a media specialist improve and expand storytelling in the library? What was your worst storytelling experience? Insight, practical guidance, and humor in an extremely valuable guide.

Lipke, Barbara. Figures, Facts, and Fables; Telling Tales in Science and Math. Heinemann, 1996.


Lipke explains how to weave storytelling into science and math, i.e. to introduce the scientific method, to promote research, in the study of ecology and other subjects, to introduce activities such as measuring and estimation and to teach Venn diagramming. Also included is a unit on teaching storytelling to children which suggests ways to use storytelling across the curriculum.

Lipman, Doug. Improving Your Storytelling; Beyond the Basics for All Who Tell Stories in Work or Play. August House, 1999.


A thoughtful book for those who are ready to go deeper into the art of storytelling. Lipman covers voice, expression, gestures, rhythm and tempo, the nature of images, muscular tensions, discovering meaning in a story, story structure, the teller’s relationship to the listeners, program planning, rehearsal buddies, performance anxiety, and the four layers of attention.

Lipman, Doug. The Storytelling Coach; How to Listen, Praise, and Bring out People’s Best. August House, 1995.


Information on the principles of coaching, setting up the coaching structure, helping storytellers overcome four main obstacles in telling, and coaching students in the classroom. 
Lipman, Doug. Storytelling Games; Creative Activities for Language, Communication, and Composition across the Curriculum. Oryx, 1995.


 A resource packed with activities to master oral communication; learn about language; explore places, periods, and people; and practice math, science, and thinking skills.
Livo, Norma J. and Rietz, Sandra S. Storytelling: Process and Practice. Libraries Unlimited, 1986.


A very complete resource that explains the function of storytelling; how to develop story memory; how to prepare, develop, and deliver stories; and how to work with audiences. Includes an excellent discussion of story structure and integrated units around the themes of frogs and rainbows.
Livo, Norma J. and Rietz, Sandra S. Storytelling Activities. Libraries Unlimited, 1987.


A book of activities for storytellers and/or children to aid in finding, designing, presenting, and delivering stories. It ties each activity to Bloom's Taxonomy and a scale of educational skills.

MacDonald, Margaret Read. The Storyteller's Start-Up Book; Finding, Learning, Performing, and Using Folktales Including Twelve Tellable Tales. August House, 1993.


Insightful guidance on how to get started telling stories, including how to look at stories critically and accepting the role of the storyteller. Extremely helpful bibliographies broken down by theme.
MacDonald, M.R., Whitman, J.M., Whitman, N.F. Teaching with Story; Classroom Connections to Storytelling. August House, 2013.


The seven Cs of storytelling - community, character, communication, curriculum, cultural connections, creativity, and confidence – are covered. Also included: nineteen short stories with ideas on how to incorporate them into the curriculum, techniques for teaching storytelling to students, advice on using storytelling with ESL and special needs students, and tips on learning stories. The Common Core standards and research on storytelling in education are also covered.
Maguire, Jack. Creative Storytelling; Choosing, Inventing, and Sharing Tales for Children. McGraw-Hill, 1985.


Includes helpful chapters on the history of storytelling; various types of stories; remembering and adapting stories; creating your own stories; telling stories; and using puppets, drawing, games, creative writing, music, and poetry.
Mason, Harriet. The Power of Storytelling: A Step-by-Step Guide to Dramatic Learning in K-12. Corwin Press, 1996.


Advice on the use of storytelling in schools, with activities to make students aware of plot, description, and characterization.

Mellon, Nancy. The Art of Storytelling. Element Inc., 1998.


A guidebook to the symbolic elements of stories: beginnings, endings, movement, direction, natural elements of the earth, journeys, seasons, moods, story characters, and power symbols.

Moore, Robin. Creating a Family Storytelling Tradition; Awakening the Hidden Storyteller. August House, 1999.


Tips on telling stories with a look at the inner processes: voyaging through time, finding your voice, exploring the landscape of the imagination.

National Storytelling Association. Many Voices: True Tales from America's Past. The National Storytelling Press, 1995.


Thirty-six stories that put a human face onto American history, from 1643 to the present, told by the storytellers of today. Also available: Many Voices Teacher's Guide.

An outstanding resource on how to use storytelling to teach reading, writing, peace, the environment, history, science, math; to build community; and to heal. 

Niemi, Loren and Elizabeth Ellis. Inviting the Wolf In: Thinking About Difficult Stories. August House, 2001.


Why we should tell difficult stories and how to go about it. This thoughtful and insightful guide covers trust, ownership, permission, comic and tragic tone, point of view, point of entry, the wickedness-loss continuum, emotional arc, and moral framework.

Niemi, Loren. The Book of Plots. Llumina Press, 2006.


 An explanation of nine basic plot structures, illustrated by stories, with examples of books and movies that fit the structures.

Norfolk, Bobby and Sherry. The Moral of the Story; Folktales for Character Development. August House, 1999. 


A hands-on guide to using storytelling and folktales in character education to teach such traits as peace, courtesy, kindness, compassion, honesty, the work ethic, teamwork, cooperation, humanity, responsibility, and respect. Twelve stories with suggested activities are included along with source notes and bibliographies of additional story sources. 

Norfolk, Sherry, Jane Stenson, and Diane Williams. Literacy Development in the Storytelling Classroom. Libraries Unlimited, 2009.


Storytellers, educators, and librarians offer ideas on how to use storytelling in the classroom to foster the development of speaking, listening, reading, writing, visual literacy, and information literacy.
Norfolk, Sherry, Jane Stenson, and Diane Williams. The Storytelling Classroom; Applications Across the Curriculum. Libraries Unlimited, 2006.


An extremely practical collection of ideas contributed by storytellers, educators, and librarians on how to use storytelling with students in grades K-8.

Pellowski, Anne. The World of Storytelling. Exp. and rev. ed. H.W. Wilson, 1990.


A scholarly work describing storytelling traditions throughout the world and through history, including bardic, religious, folk, theatrical, library, institutional, and therapeutic storytelling. Also described are various styles, openings and closings, musical accompaniment, pictures and objects, and training of storytellers. An extensive bibliography is included.  
Ramsden, Ashley and Sue Hollingsworth. The Storyteller’s Way; Sourcebook for Inspired Storytelling. Hawthorn Press, 2013.


The authors consider the following when telling stories: the senses, rhythm and repetition, polarities, temperaments, thresholds, dynamics, gesture, gazes, relating, silence, levels of language, and voice, and provide many exercises to help you become a better storyteller.
Roe, Betty D., et. al. Teaching Through Stories: Yours, Mine, and Theirs. Christopher-Gordon, 1998.


Using storytelling with language skills, literature, drama, art, music, social studies, math, science, and to promote an understanding of cultural diversity.

Rooks, Diane. Spinning Gold out of Straw; How Stories Heal. Salt Run Press, 2001.


After surviving a personal tragedy, this storyteller sought to understand how stories – personal tales, myths, and folk tales – help us grieve and find meaning from loss, preserve memories, enable growth and learning, transform pain, establish closure, and restore the future. 
Rosen, Betty. And None of It Was Nonsense; The Power of Storytelling in School. Heinemann, 1988.


 Rosen describes how she used storytelling, including Greek mythology, with groups of multicultural, multi-language boys from eight to eighteen in an English school. 
Ross, Ramon. Storyteller; The Classic That Heralded America’s Storytelling Revival. 3rd rev. ed. August House, 1996.


A thoughtful treatment of storytelling. Includes chapters on choral reading, flannel boards, puppets, singing and dancing, and reading aloud.

Rubright, Lynn. Beyond the Beanstalk: Interdisciplinary Learning Through Storytelling. Heinemann, 1996.


An extremely practical guide to using storytelling with drama, poetry, social studies, science, language arts, movement, and music. The reading-writing connection, an oral history project, family folklore, children as playwrights, senior citizens, artist-in-residence programs, and a quick and easy method for learning stories are discussed.

Sawyer, Ruth. The Way of the Storyteller. Viking, 1962.


First published in 1942, this chronicle of Sawyer's own development as a storyteller offers practical suggestions and insights along with eleven of her stories. A classic!
Schimmel, Nancy. Just Enough to Make a Story; a Sourcebook for Storytelling. 3rd ed. Sisters' Choice Press,1992.


Concise, clear, and very helpful. Gives many resources including lists of stories of active heroines, stories for peace, ecological stories, and stories for adults.
Shedlock, Marie L. The Art of the Storyteller. 3rd ed. Dover, 1951.


First published in 1915, the thoughts and advice of a master storyteller who gave inspiration to the beginnings of the library storytelling tradition in the U.S. Includes eighteen stories.

Sierra, Judy. Storytellers’ Research Guide. Folkprint, 1996.


A short but information packed- resource giving excellent guidance on how to research folktales. Topics include an overview of folklore, tellable tales, how to track down folktale variants, doing fieldwork in collecting stories, and copyright issues. Many helpful reference sources are cited.
Simms, Laura. Our Secret Territory; The Essence of Storytelling. Sentient Publications, 2011. 


A beautifully written and thoughtful book from one of America’s premier storytellers, blending folk tales, myth, and personal reflections to give us her perspective on storytelling.
Smith, Charles A. From Wonder to Wisdom; Using Stories to Help Children Grow. New American Library, 1989.


Summarizes the eight themes in stories that affect a child's self-worth: becoming a goal seeker,

confronting challenges courageously, growing closer to others, coming to terms with loss, offering kindness to others, preserving an openness to the world, becoming a social problem-solver, and forming a positive self-image, and suggests books/stories for each theme. 
Spaulding, Amy. E. The Art of Storytelling; Telling Truths Through Telling Stories. The Scarecrow Press, 2011.


An overview of storytelling with how-to advice but also covering ethics, the psychology of storytelling, the energy of storytelling, and one’s responsibility to the audience.

Spaulding, Amy E. The Wisdom of Storytelling in an Information Age; a Collection of Talks. The Scarecrow Press, 2004.


A collection of talks emphasizing the importance of imagination and myth in our modern lives.

Sobol, Joseph Daniel. The Storytellers’ Journey; An American Revival. University of Illinois Press, 1999.

A history of the past thirty years of the storytelling movement in America, covering the growth of the National Storytelling Association, the National Storytelling Festival, and other festivals and storytelling communities in the country. 
Stenson, Jane and Sherry Norfolk. Social Studies in the Storytelling Classroom; Exploring Our Cultural Voices and Perspectives. Parkhurst Brothers, 2012.


The third in a series (see Norfolk, Sherry), this is an oustanding collection of articles by storytellers and educators on the use of story and storytelling to meet social studies standards.
Stotter, Ruth. About Story; Writings on Stories and Storytelling 1980 – 1994. Stotter Press, 1994.


Stotter addresses interpreting stories from other cultures, adapting stories from literature, performance, puppets, storytelling as a cooperative learning experience, and revivalist storytelling.

Torrance, Jackie. Jackie Tales; The Magic of Creating Stories and the Art of Telling Them. Avon Books, 1998.


A fascinating and insightful look into the work of a brilliant storyteller. The text of sixteen stories is included, printed with Torrance’s voice inflections and descriptions of gestures, along with many, many black and white photographs showing her facial expressions. Torrance includes her thoughts on creating and telling stories and discusses the five categories of stories she includes: jump tales, Jack tales, Br’er tales, family tales, and scary tales. 

Trousdale, Ann M. Give a Listen; Stories of Storytelling in School. National Council of Teachers of English, 1994.


Teachers in all grades tell how storytelling creates classrooms of listeners and learners.
Weir, Beth. Introducing Children to Folk Tales. Christopher-Gordon Publishers, 2000, 


An overview of folklore, including folk tales, myths, legends, mythical creatures, tricksters, tall tales, and stories of the heavens.

Yolen, Jane. Touch Magic; Fantasy, Faerie and Folklore in the Literature of Childhood. Philomel, 1981.


Insightful essays about the importance of fairy tales and fantasy in nourishing our humanity.
