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“Therefore knowing the fear of the Lord, we persuade men…For the 
love of Christ constrains us, having concluded this, that one died for 
all, therefore all died; and He died for all, that they who live should 
no longer live for themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on 
their behalf.

Are You an Individual of Faith? 
 
“Do you have faith, or does faith have you? Do you possess faith, or does 
faith possess you? 
 
Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ, was explicit about the importance of faith 
in the life of the child of God. In Romans 1:17 and Galatians 3:11, Paul 
quoted the prophet Habakkuk, who, recording the words of the Lord, said, 
“the righteous shall live by faith” (2:4), as did the Hebrew writer in Hebrews 
10:38. As we consider these passages, we cannot rationally miss the point 
of Paul’s statements in 2 Corinthians 5:7, when he said, “for we walk by 
faith, not by sight.” 
 
Faith is something that most everybody wants, but only a few will attain, 
due to what faith requires. The Hebrew writer gives us a definition, as well 
as various examples of faith, and thereby, sets before us the challenge and 
the question, “are we people of faith?” 
 
In Hebrews 11:1, we have the definition: “faith is assurance of things hoped 
for, a conviction of things not seen.” In verse 6, this definition is put into a 
practical format: “without faith it is impossible to be well-pleasing unto him; 
for he that cometh to God must believe that he is (conviction of things not 
seen), and that he is a rewarder of them that seek him (assurance of things 
hoped for). ret

 A. The Gospel came through great difficulty: 

  1. 1 Pet. 4:18-19 – scarcely – “with difficulty” 

  2. Heb. 9:22 – “the shedding of blood” 

  3. Titus 2:13-14 – Jesus “gave himself”  

 B. Obedience is likewise difficult: 

  1.  Matt. 7:13-14 – “strait” = “being narrow” 

  2. 2 Tim. 3:12 – “shall suffer persecution” 

  3. Rev. 2:10 – “Be thou faithful unto death”  

II. Why Is Daily Godly Living Difficult? 
 A. 1 Tim. 3:14-15 – The church is the pillar and 

  ground of the truth: and truth is not well 

  received. 
 B. 1 Thess. 1:6-8; Rev. 3:7-12 – The influence and  

  prosperity of the church, for good, depends on 

  the brethren. 

 C. 1 Tim. 4:16 – Individual influence and prosperity 

  for good depends on a daily communion with 

  God. 

 D. 1 Jn. 1:6; 2 Cor. 6:16 – Communion requires 

  diligent attention to the pursuit of fellowship. 

 E. 2 Pet. 1:10 – When Peter said, “make your 

  calling and election sure,” he did so after 
  appealing to the need of developing personal 

  character qualities. 

 

III. Conclusion: 
 A. Over the next few weeks we will direct our attention to six aspects of “Daily 

Living”: 

  1. Prov. 8:12 – “find out knowledge and discretion” 

  2. Prov. 8:32-36 – “Hear instruction, and be wise, and refuse it not”

 B. Common Practice: Gen. 20:17; Numb. 11:2; 1 Kgs. 8:54; Dan. 

6:10; Lk. 1:10 – Gospel era 

II. Exhortation to Pray: 
 A. 1 Thess. 5:17 – Pray without ceasing. 
 B. Col. 1:9 – Do not cease to pray. 
 C. Phil. 4:6 – Let your request be made known. 
 D. Eph. 6:18 – Praying at all seasons 

III. When to Pray: 
 A. Dan. 6:10 – Three times a day 
 B. Psa. 32:6 – When God may be found 
 C. Psa. 3; 4 - Morning and Evening 

 D. Lk. 6:12 – Jesus: all night”

 A. Neh. 1:11 – Nehemiah for blessing 
 B. Lk. 22:40 – That ye enter not into temptation 
 C. 3 Jn. 2 – Prosperity and Health of others

 H. Matt. 6:6-15; Acts 27:34-35 – Food, etc. 

V. What We Learn: 
 A. 1 Thess. 5:17 – Pray without ceasing. 
 B. Lk. 18:1 – Need prayer to maintain hope 
 C. 1 Jn. 5:13-15; Jam. 4:2 – God will grant those things which are 

according to His will. 

 D. Dan. 9:1-2 – Prayer is effective.
