· African Americas in the South dealt with segregation 

· Denied basic political and civil rights

II. Booker T. Washington
· Former slave

· Founded the Tuskegee Institute in Alabama

· blacks should concentrate on economic advancement

· This was the key to political and social equality

· receive training in trades and professions

· Discouraged protesting against discrimination

III. W.E.B Du Bois
· W.E.B Du Bois openly opposed Washington

· African Americans should be politically active 

· Washington said: Negro must submit

· Du Bois stated that because of Washington, blacks are inferior to whites

· Blacks need to protest and fight for their equal rights

· Negroes must fight for voting rights

· Fight against discrimination

· Niagara Movement protested against acts of injustice 
· NAACP- defended the civil rights of African Americans

IV. Influential African Americans 

· Southern whites used terror, fear, and violence against blacks 
· 1890’s lynch mobs murdered over 1,000 African Americans

A. Ida B. Wells 

· Journalist that started an anti-lynching campaign 

· founded women’s anti-lynching groups 

B. A. Philip Randolph 

· Called for more jobs in the armed forces

· Founded the first successful African American trade union

· He lobbied to ban racial discrimination in many areas 

C. Marcus Garvey 

· Worldwide black unity

· "Back to Africa" plan for Americans of African descent 

· African-Americans should return to Africa 

· Set up their own new country there
