1.  A walk-through of the Loon Lake Community Center building and grounds was conducted.  Those present agreed the intent of the Board is to enhance and improve community activities and recreation opportunities.  Many ideas were discussed and agreed upon that would meet the goals of the Strategic Plan.  This facility and surrounding property in which the Township owns has many opportunities for development following a “nature” theme.  Items discussed were including but not limited to:

· Adding a dock and/or fishing pier
· Clearing property by removing some trees and ground cover for creating a nature trail, picnic areas and/or walkway around the lake and surrounding property; Curt Anttila will check with the Forestry Service and/or DNR to see if there are resources available to do this
· Planting trees in open field area to create a campground or more private space for overnights and events

· Consider adding a recreation room for older youth

· Consider overnight lodging options inside the LLCC by converting classrooms into apartments/short-term rentals – each classroom is 898 square feet which would accommodate two-bedroom, bathroom, and living area with separate exits but connected to community center also; this would be in addition to the outdoor spaces available; bathrooms need to be considered and remodeled

· It was mentioned there is no walking path or bike trail in the Palo area – How do we get the Mesabi Trail out to this area and is there a way to connect the Twin Lakes Recreation Area to the Loon Lake area through a trail in the woods?  Foreman Niemi will identify a route and report back to the Board.  

· Building upgrades such as power, windows, lighting all need to be considered
The ideas discussed will take personnel time for research, planning, and finding funding opportunities.  As information is received, it will be shared.
