Use of Force Policy Certifications - Update
The COPS Office has removed the January 31st deadline for Use of Force policy certifications to receive DOJ discretionary grant funding.  
The new requirement is that an agency must be in the process of becoming certified as complying with safe policing practices at the time of making a grant application. Being in the process of receiving certification means that the agency has submitted a request for certification and their policy to WILEAG.  
Agencies that are in the process of certification and that are selected to receive discretionary grant funds must be certified by the time they accept the grant award.
WILEAG will continue to accept requests and certify an agency’s use of force policy in compliance with the mandatory safe policing requirements. WILEAG will forward agency certification information to the COPS Office upon their request.
