            The following motion was made by Ruiz:


I move that the property tax rate be increased by the adoption of a tax rate of $0.308446/$100


  which is effectively an 11.02% increase in the tax rate.


  Using NNR and Proposed Rate: (.277819 - .308446)/.277819*100=11.02% 

              This tax rate will raise more taxes for maintenance and operations than last year’s tax rate.


  The tax rate will effectively be raised by 15.84% and will raise taxes for maintenance and


  operations on a $100,000 home by approximately $31.18
