7/17/2016    Mercury and Venus in the Beehive Tonight
 

 

Our Creator Elohim have provided us with a magnificent timepiece in the heavens. The Sun, Moon, Stars, Comets, and other heavenly bodies are the hands on their clock.
 

An interesting event ordained by our Creator Elohim occurs today and tomorrow, 7/17-18/2016.
 

The planet Mercury enters an area of the sky that is known as the Beehive. The Beehive is a cluster of stars in the constellation of Cancer, the Crab. The Beehive is known as a "protected enclosure". An earthly manifestation might be a pen for sheep that keeps them safe from enemies, or the garden of Eden mentioned in the book of Genesis where Elohim placed the human for his safety. Another manifestation of the Beehive might be the Ark that Noah and his family entered for their safety as life was being destroyed on the earth.
 

Today, 7/17/2016, at about 3:30 PM local Jerusalem time, the planet Mercury appeared to enter the Beehive star cluster. The planet Venus was close behind and entered the star cluster at about 7:40 PM, sunset Jerusalem time.
 

Both Mercury and Venus will spend the night together in the Beehive. Just before sunrise on 7/18, Mercury will exit the Beehive. Venus will remain in the Beehive nearly one more day and will exit at about 2:30 AM  on 7/19 Jerusalem time.
 

Mercury and Venus on 7/16/2016 at 3:30 PM as they approach the Beehive cluster together:
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Mercury enters the protected enclosure at 3:30 PM 7/17 Jerusalem time:
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7/18 at 1:00 AM Jerusalem time, Mercury and Venus spend the night together in the Beehive:
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Mercury leaves the Beehive at sunrise in Jerusalem on 7/18:
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Venus remains in the Beehive and departs at about 2:30 AM on 7/19 Jerusalem time:
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A Recent Experience
 

We recently purchased a small home about 200 miles north of Detroit, Michigan. We had previously been living just 15 miles from downtown Detroit, and 7 miles from Dearborn, Michigan, and the greatest population of Muslims in the United States.
 

We have relocated for our safety away from the cities, looking for a place that had its own water well. In the relatively remote area where we settled, every home has its own well.
 

 Our well had a 3' square cover on it. I hadn't looked into it until 7/15. I thought that I'd see a deep hole with water at the bottom that I could lower a bucket into with a rope and extract water. But that wasn't the case. When I removed the cover for the well, there was a small concrete room measuring about 4' x 6' that contained a water pump and other items. I put the cover back on the well at that time.
 

Today, 7/17/2016, I lowered a ladder and entered the concrete enclosure and removed some items the previous owner of the property had stored there. It's the perfect safe room for surviving a tornado or wildfire, being 6' underground. What I thought was just a water well is much more. It's a strong, clean, protected small room in the ground that may come in handy at some time in the future.
 

Concerning the concrete vault in the ground:
 

Isaiah 2:19  And they shall go into the holes of the rocks, and into the caves of the earth, for fear of YaHuWaH, and for the glory of His majesty, when He ariseth to shake terribly the earth.
  

We didn't expect to have a concrete enclosed underground "safe room" when we purchased this property, but YaHuWaH Elohim has provided it for us, and we thank Him for it. There probably aren't many homes around that have a feature like this. And there are manual ways to extract the water from this well if the electricity fails.
 

Be aware that the first indication of a nuclear or thermonuclear event is a flash of light, and perhaps the failure of electronic equipment. The flash can be seen for hundreds of miles. The destructive shockwave will take a little time to arrive after the flash is seen, so immediately look for a place of safety.
