Best of Show exhibits will be eligible to compete at the State Fair without prior registration. It is
the exhibitor's responsibility to transport items to the State Fair. A special entry form must be
secured from the show chairman.

Items must be completed in the last year and must not have been previously shown in the
Southwest District Fair competitions.

Only one item entry per class, unless otherwise stated.

. Show is open to professional and non-professional artists 18 years and over. Professional

artist is anyone that advertises or commissions paintings.

There is a limit of one picture in each class.

Exhibit must not be over two years old and never have been entered in the Southwest
Arkansas District Fair. They must be framed and wired for hanging. Exhibit including frame
may not be larger than 36" by 27".

Tags should be attached so that it hangs on the upper left-hand corner of the exhibit.

All work must be original work. Should a copy be entered, it will be left to the discretion of the
judge whether to judge it or not.

Professional or non-professional division must be printed on entry tag. Non-professional

division will be labeled with a “N”. Example DN-50 Oil is for non-professional entries.
