I. Call to order/Welcome

II. Approval of Minutes from previous meeting
· Jodi Jumper stated that the SMPTO did not meet last month (November 2018) due to a snow day so minutes from October needed to be approved at this meeting. III. Principal Reports/School Board Representative 
Mr. Boley- Rice Report
· Mr. Boley announced December is coming to a close and it has been an exciting month at Rice with Breakfast with Santa, Secret Santa Shop, and the high school concert.
· Tomorrow will be the annual holiday sing-a-long in the gym. Each grade sings three songs and teachers sing as well. 

· Mr. Boley stated that typically both first and second graders attend the Central Penn Youth Ballet (CPYB) field trip, but this year due to a scheduling error on the CPYB’s end only the second graders will attend. The Ballet was very apologetic for the error and may try to set something up for the first graders at a later date if possible.

IV. Treasurer’s Report

· Suzanne Shriner provided a summary of the account balances, income and expenses for November 2018.  
Income: The major sources of income were Bubblethon T-shirts for teachers ($110.00) and Spirit Gear ($65.73).
Expenses: The major expenses for November include Bubblethon popcorn party supplies for $15.28, Rice Brain Pops for $926.25, Breakfast with Santa for $342.37, Teacher Grants for $533.48, IFES movie license for $460.00, Rice movie license for $591.00, 5th Grade Field Trip for $1,283.00 to the Imax, and Back to School Lunches for $360.00. 
Account Balances:  As of 11/30/18, the checking account balance was $34,243.05, the 

raffle account balance was $100.00, and the savings account balance was $16,042.17 for a total of  $50,385.22. 
V. Correspondence

· Melissa Barnhart shared many thank you cards received since the last meeting back in October. Mrs. Lisa Miller, teacher at IFES, sent a thank you for the Hokki stools purchased for her classroom. The SMPTO also received a thank you card from Mrs. Paskalik’s class for their Hokki stools. Mrs. Showers, teacher at IFES, and her class sent a thank you note for their new Hokki stools. The Third Grade Team at IFES sent a thank you for the delicious meal during conferences. The Kindergarten Team at Rice thanked the SMPTO for the additional puzzlets purchased for coding. Mrs. Vincent, kindergarten teacher at Rice, sent a separate thank you for the new books for her classroom. Mrs. Stahl, teacher at Rice, sent a thank you card for a variety of support including the book fair books, meals and snacks provided during conference week, and the money given to each teacher in the beginning of the school year for supplies. Lastly, the Amelia Given Library sent a thank you note for the SMPTO donation to their Online Auction. 
VI. Chair/Committee Reports
a. Box Tops- For the 2018-19 school year, our Box Top chair will be Kris Simon. The SMPTO receives two checks per year from Box Tops and just received one for $1,292.80 which goes directly to the principals for school use.

a. Recap of Rice’s Breakfast with Santa- Jodi reported that the event was sold out again this year and there were 650 attendees. It was a huge success!
b. Recap of Rice’s Secret Santa Shop- Jodi stated that Secret Santa Shop ran from Monday to Wednesday of last week and the students loved it. She also reported that there were a lot of volunteers that assisted with the event. Suzanne gave a special thank you to the folks who changed the envelope process this year that made reconciliation much easier. 
VIII. New Business
a. IFES Friday Fun Event- The next IFES Friday Fun Event will be held on January 18, 2019. It is in partnership with the Mini-Thon Club. This joint event will be similar to last year when the high school students create and facilitate life-size board games. The SMPTO will donate all of the money for the event to Mini-Thon. The cost of the event will still be $3 as usual, but parents can donate more than $3 and that will also go to Mini-Thon. The SMPTO will pay for the snacks and drinks. 

b. Teacher Grant Requests- Two Teacher Grant Requests were approved by the board in the Executive Meeting and shared at the General Meeting. One is from Mrs. Larkin at Rice for $175.00 to purchase My Counting Buddy Senior for her kindergarten students.  Mr. Eck, Art Teacher at IFES, also requested more light tracer light boxes for his classroom that were approved for $307.93. There are no more requests pending currently.
