
Many religions teach that Jesus Christ is 
not God, but that he was just some 
man—such as a prophet—who lived a 
good life and was a teacher. The Bible 
states clearly, however, that: In the 
beginning was the Word and the Word 
was with God and the Word was God. 
And the Word was made flesh, and 
dwelt among us (John 1:1-3). It would 

not have been possible for Jesus’ death on the cross to be an acceptable 
sacrifice before God if He was not perfect. The perfect man is God in the 
form of man—Jesus Christ. Jesus never sinned.  

God can not be worshipped without a mediator because we are sinners and 
can not stand before a perfect God alone. Jesus walked among us, making 
friends with sinners who wanted to change. Jesus is our mediator, not any 
statue, idol, prophet or prophetess. Neither Mary, Mohammed, Joseph 
Smith, the gods of the Hindus, Buddha nor any other worshipped man, 
animal or object ever rose  from the dead and returned to heaven. Jesus sits 
alive on the right hand of God today. Jesus has always been and always will 
be; we are created beings with a beginning. Jesus said, I am Alpha and 
Omega, the beginning and the ending, (Revelation1:8). 

Of all the miracles and wonders that Jesus did in his 33 years in the family 
of Joseph, his most important gift was to shed his blood on the cross as a 
perfect sacrifice—God Himself. As sinners, we are mortal and our lives will 
end on this earth as a payment for our sin: For the wages of sin is death 
(Romans 6:23a). Furthermore our soul will go to Hell to burn forever be-
cause we have to be sinless to go to heaven (Revelation 20:15). Jesus’ death 
on the cross (God himself who was chastised by man) was enough of a 
blood atonement for God to see us washed clean of our sin. There is no work 
that we can do that can earn us heaven, no matter how much we think our 
good outweighs our bad. All you have to do is ask to be saved: For whoso-
ever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved (Romans 10:13). 
Have faith in the work that God did in the form of man, for only that blood 
atonement can save you.
