Captain Johnny Savage was our keynote speaker and shared his story about being lost in 

the stream on April 13, 1998. He was on a  sportfishing vessel that was struck by a rogue 

wave 90 miles off the coast of Key West causing the boat to immediately sink and 

disappear forever. The crew suddenly found themselves in the water without a distress 

call or safety equipment. Captain Johnny shared his story with us and tied it to our 

conference theme: Safe by Choice. He showed a video produced by CBN about his story 

and talked about a book he has written about this unfortunate event.
