Supervisor Susan Presswood called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. She then led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood asked Town Clerk Edwards, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Abel, Trustee Nemsky, Trustee Morris, and Trustee Vincent.  A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Nemsky, to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, since each Trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS:
Clerk Edwards had a letter from IEPA that he will place on file.
BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Abel, second by Trustee Morris to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Vincent, then made a motion second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Morris read the Treasurers Report dated May 26, 2020.   A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

OLD BUSINESS:

Attorney Donohoo read Ordinance 2020-3 adopting an expense reimbursement policy for Nameoki Township.  He stated it is the same as other area townships and municipalities.  Trustee Morris made a motion to accept the Ordinance, second by Trustee Abel.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:

TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS: 
Trustee Morris stated that the street repairs made at the intersection of Lake Dr. and Garden Ln. has collapsed again.  Highway Commissioner Luehmann said he will inform Mark McKechan.  He also stated that this area is slated for a more permanent repair later this year.
Trustee Nemsky inquired about clean-up of trash and debris in his neighborhood.   Commissioner Luehmann stated that the highway department is down to one person at this time and that no big trash pick-up will occur.

The Commissioner stated he is contemplating a way to inform township residences that the highway department will no longer collect trash or yard waste (tree branches) and it will be up to the homeowner to dispose or possibly the township will pick-up for a fee.  He stated that the practice of picking up trash was started many years ago and is really not a function of the highway department.

The Commissioner also stated he is planning to bring back his crew on July 1st but said the date is liquid.

Trustee Abel mentioned to the commissioner that the Morrison Road issue has worsened.

The Commissioner said he would inspect it.

Assessor Hanfelder asked if the budget is done.  Clerk Edwards said it is available for review.  Assessor Hanfelder said that in the past she was updated with any changes.  She will review and contact Supervisor Presswood if she has any questions.
Supervisor Presswood asked the Commissioner to have Foreman McKechan set up the mosquito sprayer truck.  The township has a new person that will be spraying this year.  She also mentioned that beginning June 8th meetings will be held in the township building and that seating will be positioned in order to observe social distancing guidelines.  She also said the office staff will be back on their normal schedule next week.
