Due to the large number of weapons now stored in BEQ/BOQis, and the inherent
danger of indiscriminete firing during simes of tensicn, it is nscessar
Lo establish positive comtroi zovervity bhe use of weagons. The following
rules of engegement will b3 adheved to by all seeupants of BEQ/BOG!s.
a. Fire only when you have a cleerly dsiined target and you are sure
your target is the enemy.

b. Fire only when you have a resscrnwble chence to hit the target.

¢c. Billet guards will fire on any force or individuel committing the

following hostile acts:
(1) Inminent threat to penctrate a specific billet by fire.
(2) Attempt to infiltrate a billet.
(3) .ﬂttempt to overwhelm a billet by numbers.
(4) Attemrt to place an explosive cherze in ar against & billet.

d, When there is no doubt that a vehi-le or group is in fact an enemy,
firerower will be employed as necessary tc 5oop ity agein being careful not
to fire into innocent bystanders.-

e. OSniper fire end firing by unobserved or unidentified persons in the
general surrounding sres of & billet is not considered & threst to penetrate
& specific billet. Never fire solely because you are receiving fire. Take
cover, cbssrve and identify the source of fire. If you can identify the
source as hostile, open fire to neutralize terget; cease fire when neutrslized.

f. 211 ressonable csre will be tzken to raeduce the d=nger to innocent
personnel and demzge to privete property. During hostile zctions, Viet=
namese Folice or Army personnel mey clsar the srec eround your billet. It
is difficult to determine friend from enemy urder such circumstences;
thersfore, itqust be positively determined thet you are not receiving
"overshots" from friendly forces. Insure thas you positively identify your
terget and that ycur terget is hostile prior to firing uptn it.

g. All personnel are reminded of ths corsecuences of firing upon, wound-
ing or killing innocent personnel. Therefore ceution and common sense must
'be used for your safety and the safety of friendly forces and innocent
persons.
