BASQUE SHEPHERDS IN NEVADA
The Basque people, one of the oldest ethnic groups in Europe, left Spain /France to come to Nevada during the 1849 gold rush. People endured a hard sea voyage followed by a week-long train trip to Nevada. The Basques settled in Winnemucca and Elko In northern Nevada where these hardy people had little or no knowledge of sheep and had to learn lonely shepherding on the job.  Sheep operations soon grew in the high-desert grazing lands where the Basque culture and the close-knit Basque community thrived. Many acres were devoted to sheep grazing but after two World Wars, a shortage of shepherds occurred. Time was changing and the once-large sheep industry in Nevada declined. You can visit Winnemucca, Reno and Gardnerville to partake of the famous family-style Basque meals with food like lamb stew, pork chops, and Basque beans.
