LSILE Scholarship Policy

LSILE is a Scholarship (High School and/or college) program that provides scholarships to current high school
seniors or college students who have a parent presently serving in Illinois law enforcement, who are retired
[linois law enforcement, Illinois law enforcement who have fallen or Illinois civilian employees. To be
considered for the LSILE Scholarship, candidates must complete the application and submit necessary
documents. Current scholarship amount for 2025 is $2,500.00. Law enforcement includes both sworn and
civilian positions.

Scholarship Eligibility Requirements: To be considered for a LSILE scholarship, you must have a parent who
is currently serving in Illinois law enforcement (sworn or civilian), retired from an Illinois law enforcement
agency, an lllinois fallen officer or an Illinois law enforcement official who has passed away and also meet the
following criteria:

Be a high school senior or recent graduate who is pursuing post-secondary education.
Student currently enrolled and accepted at a college and/or university

Student with a parent presently serving in Illinois law enforcement (sworn or civilian)
Student with a parent who retired from Illinois law enforcement

Student with a parent in Illinois law enforcement who lost their life in the line of duty
Student with a parent in Illinois law enforcement who has passed away

There are no restrictions based upon sex, race, creed or nationality of the applicant.

3. Submit ONLY two letters of recommendation provided by people not related to you, on letterhead
and with original signature.
